Minutes- December 18, 2007   
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman 
David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, December 18, 2007 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Rose Thelen and Bruce Sobotta, Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.  

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Nelson asked if there were any additions or corrections to the proposed agenda.   Sobotta moved to accept agenda as presented, seconded by Thelen.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
The minutes of the regular meeting of November 20, 2007 were presented. Sobotta moved to approve the minutes as presented. Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented.  Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Continued Items:

Bruce Sobotta reported that he has been able to talk with Loren Mathison in regard to the bill for damage to Grover Ave; Mr. Mathison stated that he would be willing to pay ½ of the bill.  Rose Thelen moved to accept the offer of payment for ½ of the bill or $787.60 if the bill is paid within 10 business days.  Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

New Business Items:

Clearwater Township received a proposed agreement from the State of Minnesota for compensation for the use of township roads: North Huber, South Huber, Ireland Avenue, Illseley Avenue, 125th Street, 132nd Street, 140th Street, 145th Street, 148th Street and 150th Street as unofficial detours.
The township has requested a payment of $69, 403.00 from the State of Minnesota for additional maintenance resulting from the use of township roads as unofficial detours during the upgrading of Trunk Highway 24 from the junction of North Poplar Avenue in Annandale, Mn to the junction of interstate 94 in Clearwater, MN.

The proposed agreement states that the State is willing to pay the Township, as the State’s full and complete share of the costs of the additional maintenance resulting from the use of the Township roads: North Huber, South Huber, Ireland Avenue, Illseley Avenue, 125th Street, 132nd Street, 140th Street, 145th Street, 148th Street and 150th Street.  
The Township, by accepting the lump sum payment, does hereby release the State of any claim or obligation, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 161. 25, for the restoration of Township roads: North Huber, South Huber, Ireland Avenue, Illseley Avenue, 125th Street, 132nd Street, 140th Street, 145th Street, 148th Street and 150th Street to as good a condition as existed before the routing of the detoured traffic thereon, or of any other claim against the State arising out of this project.

Rose Thelen moved by resolution that Clearwater Township enter into MnDot Agreement No. 92104 with the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation for the following purposes:

To provide for a lump sum payment of $69.403.00 by the State to the Township as the State’s full and complete share of the costs for the use of Township Roads North Huber, South Huber, Ireland Avenue, Illseley Avenue, 125th Street, 132nd Street, 140th Street, 145th Street, 148th Street and 150th Street. 
It is further resolved that the Chairman, David Nelson and the Treasurer, Kristin Helwig are authorized to execute the Agreement and any amendments to the Agreement.   Motion was seconded by Bruce Sobotta. 
 Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

The board approved a DFL request to use town hall on Feb. 5, 2008 for DFL Caucus.

Rose Thelen was appointed as Member-at-Large for Joint Planning Board.

The Wright County Quarterly Township Officers Mtg. will be held on January 9, 2008, 8:00 p.m., Buffalo.  All board members plan to attend.
The board approved the transfer of $41,625.59 from the Road & Bridge Fund to the Building & Equipment Fund.

The board authorized Jerry Duncan to purchase fire extinguishers for the town hall and the maintenance building.

Board approved the following dates:

- 2008 Budget and discussion on proposed levies for 2009, January 8, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.

- Audit Meeting- February 12, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.
-Spring Clean- Up Day is set for May 3, 2008
Public Comment:  none
Road Report:  Jerry Duncan
Jerry stated that there still is a problem with the trees on 125th Street.  Duncan, Nelson and Thelen will go to 125th Street and look at the trees on Friday, December 21st.

Nelson stated that he had talked with W-H and the electric pole by Tom Bihl's property can be moved but there maybe a cost for running more wire to Bihl's home.  Also, the telephone box would have to be moved, Jerry will check with the telephone company and see if they could move it.

Jerry stated that there has been a problem with residents pushing snow across the township roads.  The clerk will place a notice in the Clearwater Tribune that it is against State law to push snow on to or across the township roads.

Sobotta moved to gave approval for the purchase of an 8-10 hp snow blower,   purchase price up to $1,000 plus tax, seconded by Thelen.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Payment of Claims:  Claims covered by Check Numbers 7413-7432, payroll checks #’s 7409-7412 for the total amount of $13,054.69 was approved for payment.    

Thelen moved to adjourn.  Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried, the meeting was adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
