MINUTES OF THE CLEARWATER TOWNSHIP ANNUAL MEETING 

March 09, 2010     
Clerk Sharon Lee called the annual meeting of the Town of Clearwater to order at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, March 09, 2010, at the Clearwater Town Hall.  Approximately 19 residents were present.  After the Pledge of Allegiance was recited, nominations were asked for a meeting moderator. Bruce Sobotta nominated Carlos Lopez, seconded by Debbie Schabel. Carlos Lopez was elected as meeting moderator.

The moderator read the prepared agenda.  He then asked for a motion to waive the reading of the March 10, 2009 minutes as printed copies were available.  Tom Steiner moved to waive the reading of the minutes, seconded by Jim Lee.   Motion carried.  The moderator asked for any questions, errors and omissions in the minutes.  Hearing none, the moderator asked for a motion to approve.  Tom Steiner moved to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by Jim Lee.  Motion carried.  

The moderator asked for a motion to waive the reading of all checks written and received since a copy of the checks had been made available at the meeting.   Dan Mol moved to waive the reading of the checks, seconded by Debbie Schabel.  Motion carried.

The treasurer read a synopsis of the treasurer’s report.   Tom Steiner moved to approve the report as presented, seconded by Ron Schabel.  Motion carried.

SUMMARY OF 2009: DAVE NELSON, DAN MOL & BRUCE SOBOTTA
Supervisor Dave Nelson presented a report on the Road and Bridge Fund expenditures for 2009 which included maintenance department salaries, insurance and mileage at the cost of $56,432.63; gravel and gravel hauling at the cost of $110,888.54; application of 45,200 gallons of magnesium chloride for $42,218.00; resurfacing of Grover Ave between I94 and Co Rd 75 for $36,850.00 and shared the cost of cracking filing and seal coating Mississippi Oak ( town line rd) with Silver Creek Township, cost to Clearwater Twp was $7,520.59.
Supervisor Dan Mol gave an overview of the 2009 building and equipment expenditures. The board approved the building of 2 display cabinets for $902.96; purchase of a chip box for the truck for tree trimming from Corinna Twp for $1,500 and the Purchase a new 2010 770GP John Deere Grader: $176,101.00 plus trade in 1984 CAT-$41,000, Down payment of $85,000 with a balloon payment of $95,761.90 due 11/20/10, Balloon payment includes $4,660.00 interest at 5.90%.
The Board received four quotes for a new motor grader: 1) JOHN DEERE 770GP- Base price-$217,101.00 less trade in 41,000= $176,101,770G- $13,585.00 less then 770GP= $162,580. 2) CAT 140M- Base price- $240,634.00 less trade in of 40,000= $200,634.2007 CAT Rental return= $182,000. 3) VOLVO G940- Base price- $208,465.00 less trade in $44,465.00= $164,000 4) CASE 865- Base price- $225,974.00 less trade in $39,000= $186,974.  All of the graders were test driven by our maintenance supervisor, Mike Ludenia. 
Supervisor Bruce Sobotta presented a report on the 2009 town revenue expenditures town Board Salaries, PERA, Payroll taxes - $27,795; Election Expense- election judges, printing, public notices - $500.00; Assessors Contract- $11, 644.00;Insurance- $1,300.00 ; Library $1,500 and Web Page $336.00.
Sobotta also reported that the township received $1,500 in rent for the  town hall. 
Supervisor Dave Nelson reported the township paid Wright Recycling $1,454.26 per month for recycling pickup twice a month.  There was about 327 households that participated per month which a total of 73.95 tons picked up in 2009 which is lower than 2008.  Township received $1,939.60 of incentive payment from the county for our recycling fund.

There was no Spring Clean-up Day in 2009 but there will be a Spring Clean -Up Day on  June 19, 2010.
FIRE FUND REPORT- FIRE CHIEF DOUG NIETERS
Clearwater Fire Department representative Fire Chief Doug Nieters presented information on the proposed Fire Protection Contract for 2011.  The proposed amount for 2011 fire contract is $56,217.69.  The contract is 14.9% lower than 2009 because there were fewer calls and because the city had its local government aid cut by the state, causing the city to lower the fire department budget.  
The new 800 MHZ radios are available for the Wright Co Sheriff's Dept and Wright County Fire Departments.  The radios were obtained thru a federal grant which covered 80% of the cost. The Clearwater Fire Dept. new 800 MHZ radios will be installed on March 22. The maintenance cost for the radios will be $75.00 per year; Clearwater Fire Dept. has 40 radios so the yearly cost will be $3,000.
The proposed contract amount for Fire Protection for 2011 is $56,217.69.  Jim Lee moved to set the 2011 Fire Contract levy at $56,271.69. Bruce Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Supervisor Dan Mol thanked the fire department for the great job that they are doing.
PLANNED EXPENDITURES FOR 2010-BRUCE SOBOTTA

Supervisor Bruce Sobotta stated that the plan this year is to spread 10,000 yds of gravel on various township roads at the cost of $52,150.00-($26,075 paid in 2009, balance due in 2010) and apply 50,000 gallons of magnesium chloride at cost of $37,500.  We will pay 1/2 cost of gravel again in 2010 for the gravel we purchase for 2011.  We will have the gravel stockpiled in November for 2011.  The final payment of $95,761.90 will be made in November for the new grader.  Waldo Schacht built the new conference table for $3,500.00. 
LOOKING AHEAD TO 2011-DAN MOL
Supervisor Dan Mol gave a report on looking ahead to 2011:  Some possible road projects will be to resurface Gowan Ave to Forsythe Ave, convert to a T and add stop sign on 155th and Grover and build T up and take snow trap out 150th & Grover.  We plan to spread 10,000 yds of gravel and 50,000 magnesium chloride (price not set yet). 

Debbie Schabel asked about the resurfacing Gowan Ave to Forsythe whether the pot holes beyond Forsythe would be taken care of.  Mol stated definitely! 
Supervisor Mol stated that the Clearwater Township Supervisors are recommending the following levies for 2011: Town Revenue Fund $60,000 which is a 9.1% increase, the only increase in salaries will be for deputy clerk. There also is an increase in utilities, postage and election programming cost. Road & Bridge Fund $330,000 which is a 0% increase and Recycling Fund remain at $25.00 per household. 
Tom Steiner moved to set the Town Revenue at $60,000 for 2011.  Jean Just seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Ron Schabel moved to set the Road & Bridge Fund at $330,000 for 2011.  Jim Lee seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Jon Bigalk moved to set the Recycling Fund at $25.00 per household.  Jean Just seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The moderator asked for any other new business.   
Hearing no more new business, the moderator asked for a motion to adjourn.
Bruce Sobotta moved to adjourn the meeting.   Jim Lee seconded.  Meeting adjourned.  Time:  8:10 p.m.
