March 15, 2011
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, March 15, 2011 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Regular Mtg. minutes of February 15, 2011 as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
MN LTAP Workshops - MN LTAP is offering two workshops, Gravel Road Maintenance and Spring Training Expo, board asked Mike if you could attend the Gravel Road workshop on March 24th in Alexandria,  Mike felt it would be a good workshop to attend and could make it that day.  Board agreed that this workshop would be good and that Mike should attend.  The Training Expo looked to be more for cities and it was decided no one would attend.
Township Offices Short Course:  Chairman Mol, Supervisor Nelson, and Clerk Just will be attending on Monday March 21st in St. Cloud
Fire Contract: Fire Contract was received by the City of Clearwater and needed signatures.  Chairman Mol reviewed and signed the contract based on the information that had already been presented at the annual meeting.
Joint Planning Board:  City of Clearwater is recommending Pete Edmonson as the member-at-large for the Joint Planning Board. Pete is a resident of the City of Clearwater, an employee of the Annandale State Bank in Clearwater and a member of the City's Planning and Zoning.  Currently there are two members from the township and 2 from the City and in the past the member-at-large has been from the township. Supervisor Sobotta indicated that he would be helpful to have someone on the board with planning and zoning knowledge.  Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the City of Clearwater's recommendation of Pete Edmonson as the member-at-large for the Joint Planning Board, Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 
Correspondence:  
· John Pazik sent a letter asking for copies of public meeting minutes in which the filing of a complaint against Mr. Pazik was discussed, after reviewing minutes from March - May 2010 and finding their was nothing, Clerk Just called Wright County to find out what the County received from the Township.  Scott Deckert & Tom Salkowski both stated they did not receive any written complaint and they have nothing on record, therefore, Tom felt we should respond to Mr Pazik that with no township records we have no indication who may have filed such complaint and that any person registering such complaint would be protected by State law which makes the identity of any such person confidential.  The board agreed to go ahead and send a letter indicating what the County had informed us.
· Wright Cty Tax Forfeited Properties - Clearwater Township received notice of three parcels that have been approved for sale by Wright County board of Commissioners, the Township has sixty days to let the County know if they have any interest in the property.  After reviewing the properties the board indicated that the Township would have no interest in the properties.
· Marsha Schrupp - No Side of Sugar Lake - Marsha contacted the Township regarding a 13x12 Bog that is on the shore of the townships 30ft road and wanted to know if their was anything the Township could help with.  She also was wondering about snow removal for that area, with so much snow this year it has been a challenge as to where to put it.  The board recommended that Marsha talk to the DNR regarding the bog situation since they would have to make a determination on what could be done with it.  As far as snow plowing the road has not been brought up to township specifications and would have to be privately plowed.  At this time the township would not do any plowing.
· Donations to Food Shelf - During the month of March, when you give to your local food shelf, MN FoodShare and Feinstein Foundation will their incentive dollars to yours.  Bring donations to the food shelf Monday 5:30-7pm, Tuesdays 9-11am and 6-8pm, Wednesdays 3-5pm, located in the brown lions building under the water tower by T.O Plastics.

· Land Use Planning Workshops - Are being held throughout MN, Classes range from Stormwater Management to Regulation Urban & suburban Agriculture.  Since most of the workshops are surrounding Cities and townships handling Planning and Zoning the board is not recommending attendance at this time.  Copies of the workshops will be held in the Clerks office.
