Clearwater Township       
Minutes- June 19, 2007   
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, June 19, 2007 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Rose Thelen, and Bruce Sobotta, Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.  
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Nelson asked if there were any additions to the proposed agenda.   Thelen moved to approve agenda as presented, seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
The minutes of the regular meeting of May 15, 2007 were presented. Thelen moved to approve the minutes as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0
Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Checking: $1,173.58, Savings: $152,522.13, Total in Accounts: $153,695.71. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented.  Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Clerk Sharon Lee gave a report on the Spring Clean Up Day. Recyclables collected were: 14 appliances, 55 tires, and 355 lbs. of electronics, 3,920 lbs of scrap metal and 5.61 tons of junk.  Total expense was $2,065.27.  Income was $649.00. Lee submitted the forms to the county for possible reimbursement.
Mid-West Construction, sub-contractor for Knife River Construction, Dennis Anderson: Request Conditional Use Permit for a temporary use permit to mine approximately 30,000 cu. yds. of granular material to be used for State Highway 24 project. (Section 27 Ronald T. Brouwer Property)
Dennis Anderson stated that the area of excavation is approximately 464x1072’ and be 5’ deep.  This property is currently farmland. Multiple borings indicated that the water table will not be encountered. The topsoil will be striped and stockpiled at the edges of the site with a dozer. No processing will be done on site.  Current drainage will stay the same and erosion control will be monitored by Minnesota Department of Transportation inspection personnel. If water could leave the area, a silt fence will be placed.  Approximately 30,000 cubic yards of material will be moved with 4,000 cubic yards per day of 140 loads for 8 days of hauling. Due to project requirements and weather effect this hauling may not be done in 8 consecutive working days. Operation hours will be from 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday.  The area will be returned farm land with stockpiled topsoil spread over the area. 
Motion was made by Thelen to approve the conditional use permit for removal of granular material from Ronald T. Brouwer’s property, second by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
Request was received from Knife River and MnDOT to rent the townhall for weekly meetings. Nelson suggested $50.00 per meeting.  Motion was made by Thelen to rent townhall at the cost of $50.00 per meeting, second by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
Information was presented regarding an application form for permission to construct entrance or exit driveways along township roads. At the present time property owners are not required to follow any township specifications when installing a driveway or a culvert. The board will discuss the application form and the process of establishing a policy for new driveways at the next regular meeting.
Clerk Sharon Lee presented a complaint form that can be used to communicate complaints to the supervisors.  The form will be available on the web page or at the clerk’s office and maybe sent via mail, faxed or e-mailed.
Wright County Assessors contract for $10.50 per parcel for 2008 and 2009 was presented.  Motion was made by Thelen to approve contract, second by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
Wright County Township Officers Association Quarterly Meeting & Pork Chop Dinner will be held on July 11, 2007 at Corinna Township Hall.  All board members plan to attend.
St Cloud Summer Short Course will be held on July 9 at Holiday Inn in St Cloud. Kristin Helwig and Sharon Lee will attend.

Sobotta will attend the workshop at Silver Creek Township to discuss the land use plan update for the NW Quadrant.

Brief discussion was held finishing the kitchen in the town hall.  Sharon Lee will contact Waldo Schacht to make the cabinets and will get estimates on appliances and a double sink.

Road Report
Clearwater Township public access on Grover Ave NW has a dead tree that needs to be removed.  The approximate cost to have it removed is $400.00.  Jerry Duncan will contact Norgren Tree Service.   

Sobotta stated that someone has removed one of the survey markers from the Clearwater Township public access and a tree was planted on the township property.  The marker will be replaced and the tree will be removed from the township property.  
Discussion was held on the frost boil on 150th Street. The approximate cost to repair will be $6,000-$7,000; 150th Street is a town line road shared with Silver Creek Township, Bruce Sobotta will discuss the possibility sharing the cost with Silver Creek Town Board Chairman, John Jones.
Jerry Duncan stated that trees on 125th Street NW need to be trimmed, the branches are in the township road right of way. Chairman Nelson will contact the property owner Fred Schaefer to see if he is willing to remove or trim the trees.  
Payment of Claims:  Claims covered by Check Numbers 7284-7304 for the total amount of $127,767.57 were approved for payment.  
Rose Thelen moved to adjourn.  Bruce Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried, the meeting was adjourned at 8:48 p.m.
