Minutes-June 17, 2008   
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chair Rose Thelen at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, June 17, 2008 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors Rose Thelen, David Nelson and Bruce Sobotta Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Sharon Lee. 
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Thelen asked if there were any additions or corrections to the proposed agenda. Sobotta moved to accept agenda as presented Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
The minutes of the regular meeting of May 20, 2008, Closed Meeting May 20, 2008 and Special Meeting, May 26, 2008 were presented. Sobotta moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Spring Clean-Up Report:  Clerk Sharon Lee reported that there were 89 residents that participated in the Spring Clean-Up Day on May 3rd.  Income from residents for tires, appliances, electronic equipment was $1,420.00. The expense for the clean-up day was Veolia- $1,644.14, Central Appliance- $762.00 and First Tire Recyclers- $250.00.  Total Expense was $2,656.14. Cost to the township was $1,236.14, clerk has submitted request for reimbursement from Wright County Solid Waste Dept.
Junk Compliant and no CUP for Roger Thompson: Property is located at 15697 Hendricks Ave NW, letter has been send, board has not heard from Mr. Thompson as of June 17, 2008.  Wright County will follow up with the conditional use permit and Thelen will contract the Wright County Attorney for direction as to what procedure the township should follow if the junk etc. is not cleaned up by June 23, 2008. 
Follow-Up Junk Complaint on 153rd Street: Thelen stated that she had talked with Matthew Bartel on 153rd Street in regard to a compliant about junk around his shed.  The board did not feel that there was a problem with junk but Mr. Bartel said he would remove items in front of his shed and clean up some of the items on the south side of his property.
New Business Items:
Sobotta moved to approve the renewal of the 3.2 percent Malt Liquor License for Clearwater Lions Club.  Motion seconded by Dave Nelson. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Don Borgeson discussed with the board his concern about the possible removal of the willow trees in front of Steve Borgeson's property.  Mr. Borgeson stated that he would like to make sure that the fence by the Lang's property is not in the township right of way.  He feels that the fence makes it difficult for drivers to see on coming traffic and asked the board to look at the fence before the trees are removed.  Sobotta moved to have the township road right of way surveyed so they would know for sure if the willow trees or the fence is in the township right of way.  Motion seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
 Sobotta moved to pay Jim Lee $15.00 hour for set-up, cleaning town hall,        and mowing. Motion seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Motion by Sobotta to have 25 History of Clearwater books printed.  Motion seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
