Clearwater Township       

Minutes-July 15, 2008   
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chair Rose Thelen at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, July 15, 2008 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors Rose Thelen, David Nelson and Bruce Sobotta Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Sharon Lee.   
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Thelen asked if there were any additions or corrections to the proposed agenda. Thelen asked to add Hazard Mitigation Report from Wright County. Sobotta moved to accept agenda as presented with additional item Hazard Mitigation Report.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
The minutes of the regular meeting of June 17, 2008 were presented. Sobotta moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Update on Junk Compliant and CUP for Roger Thompson:  The board reported that Mr. Thompson has started to clean up his property.  The conditional use permit to operate his excavating business was "grandfathered in" but he still needs to meet some of the conditions for the CUP, such as proper screening.  The county will re-inspect the property within 30 days to ensure that progress is still being made as well as keep in contact with the Township to ensure any deadlines that were given are being met.
Report on removal of willow trees on Hart Ave:   Sobotta stated that the survey has not been completed yet but make sure it is done by the August meeting.  

New Business Items:
Letter was received from Corinna Township asking for support for a Resolution to support an Ordinance in Support of the Authority of Townships to Enact and Enforce Controls Free of Duplicative Permitting. 
Bruce Sobotta moved that the Clearwater Township Board of Supervisors hereby resolves that it reserves for itself, and supports other town boards in Wright County who may so choose, the authority to enact and enforce official controls that are not inconsistent with or less restrictive than those enacted by Wright County and to do so in a way which is free from duplicative permitting requirement by Wright County or other forms of oversight, except as may be specifically required by law or agreed to by the respective Town Board.  Motion seconded by Dave Nelson.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Nixon Lake Workshop will be held on June 24, 2008 from 7:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m.

Election Judge training will be on August 12, 2008 at Clearwater Township Hall.
Motion was made by Dave Nelson to approve the appointment of Election Judges:  Nancy Pierskalla, Judy Wolseth, Kathy Williams, Don & Marianne Borgeson, Regina Coan, Patrick Walters, Mary Lefebvre, Kristin Helwig, Tom Steiner and Sharon Lee.  Motion was seconded by Bruce Sobotta. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Township Officer Short Course:  July 18, 2008 at Holiday Inn, St Cloud.  Bruce Sobotta, Rose Thelen, Kristin Helwig and Sharon Lee plan to attend.
Supervisor Rose Thelen presented a report on the Hazard Mitigation Survey/Wright County Emergency plan.  Thelen will complete and send in information requested by the county.  The City of Clearwater will provide the information requested on the Fire Emergency Plan and the Township will provide information on the Agriculture Hazard Plan.   

Public Comment:   
Tom Steiner asked the board to talk with Larry's Auto on Huber Ave about loading junk cars on to their flatbed trailer on the township road right of way.  Mr. Steiner feels that it is a real safety hazard because cars can not get around the trailer and there is no hazard signage in place when the trailer is on the road. The board also noted that Mr. Sonsteby is storing trailers,, other vehicles, a bale of hay and other items outside of the fence that is the boundary for his business.

 The board asked the clerk to send a letter to Mr. Sonsteby that he immediately stop the practice of loading junk car on the Huber Ave NW right of way
