Clearwater Township       
Minutes- May 15, 2007   UNAPPROVED 
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 15, 2007 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Rose Thelen, and Bruce Sobotta, Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.  
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Nelson asked if there were any additions to the proposed agenda.  Change name & address of Steve & Gina Borgeson to Don & Marianne Borgeson 12263 Hart Ave NW. Thelen moved to approve agenda with corrections, seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
The minutes of the regular meeting of April 17, 2007 and Board of Review on April 24, 2007 were presented. Thelen moved to approve the minutes as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0
Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Checking: $1,169.18, Savings: $172,875.76, Total in Accounts: $174,044.79. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented.  Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Clerk Sharon Lee reported to the board that the bid for blacktopping from Omann Bros. Paving Inc. that was given to the board by Maintenance Supervisor, Jerry Duncan was a bid for 2006.   The board accepted the bid from Omann Bros. Paving, Inc at the April 17, 2007 meeting to blacktop the town hall/ maintenance parking lot.  Lee stated that the motion to accept the bid will need to be rescinded.  A motion was made by Thelen to rescind the previous motion to accept the bid from Omann Bros. Paving, Inc. for $29,653.00 to blacktop the town hall/maintenance parking lot.  Motion seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
2007 Bids from Mid-Minnesota Hot Mix and Omann Bros. Paving Inc. were received and reviewed.  Mid-Minnesota Hot Mix bid: Maintenance lot- $23,100.00, South Entrance- $4,250.00, Total:  $27,350.00; Omann Bros. Paving Inc. bid: Maintenance lot and South Entrance- Total -$30,190.00. 
Both bids include extra ½ inch of wear course mix for extra strength.  Thelen moved to accept the bid from Mid-Minnesota Hot Mix of $27,350.00, seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.

Supervisor Sobotta reported to the board that all of repairs to the building have been completed.   The sidewalk in front of the town hall was replaced, total cost was $1280.  The township will pay 50% of the total cost of the new sidewalk.  Sobotta moved release the check for final payment to Ameribuilt Buildings Inc., seconded by Thelen.  Motion carried 3-0.

No report on the Spring Clean-Up Day, all the bills have not been received as of

May 15, 2007.
Five residents from Hart Ave discussed with the board the road condition of Hart Ave. Don Borgeson was the spokesman for the group.  Mr. Borgeson stated that the road is in terrible condition, it either needs to be paved or needs more gravel, and it continues to get worse over the years.  He stated it helps to grade the road but in just a short time the ruts and pot holes return.  The residences would like to have additional gravel or have the road blacktopped.

Sobotta stated that it sounds like the road definitely needs more gravel and most likely the binder is gone, the moisture content just is not there. So when the road is graded it will only stay smooth for a short time, then the ruts and pot holes return.  He stated that the town board has no plans to blacktop any road in Clearwater Township, if residents would like to have a road blacktopped, they would be assessed for the total cost of the road improvement.
He stated that each spring the town board and the maintenance supervisor do a road review of all the 31 plus miles of township roads.  The board notes the condition of roads and then makes a priority list for gravel, calcium chloride and repairs is developed.  The board includes in the list roads that are the most traveled and in need of gravel and calcium chloride, this year we plan to spread 10,000 of gravel and 30,000 gallons of calcium chloride. 

 Sobotta stated that Hart Ave was not on the list for 2007 to receive gravel but will receive calcium chloride.  He stated that Hart Ave probably needs gravel but the board felt there were other roads in the township that were more traveled and needed more gravel in 2007.
The board stated that in 2006 the town board cut back on the amount of gravel to be spread to help pay for the new town hall/maintenance building but plans to increase the amount of gravel for 2008.

Mr. Borgeson would like to know when they can expect to get more gravel on Hart Ave.
Sobotta stated that the board can not promise that Hart Ave will make the priority list for 2008, but the board will definitely take a closer look at Hart Ave during the road review in 2008.
Roger Thompson approach the board with a request to move the old town hall on 140th Street, he plans to move the building to Brian Partridges property by Malco Products just off of Hwy 55.  Thelen moved to allow Roger Thompson to move the town hall down 140th Street NW. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mr. Thompson would also like permission to move a double garage down 145th Street to Huber Ave to Linda Wente’s property.   Linda Wente has not applied for a building permit at this time.  Motion made by Sobotta to give permission to move the garage down 145th Street NW to Wente’s property as long as the proper permits are obtained from the county.  Motion was seconded by Thelen.  Motion carried 3-0.
Brief discussion was held on authorizing Clerk Sharon Lee to make arrangements to have a portable toilet placed at the Nixon Lake access from Memorial Day through Labor Day. Sobotta moved to have Clerk Sharon Lee make arrangements to place portable toilet at Nixon Lake Access and future arrangements can be made without the need for board approval.  Motion seconded by Thelen.  Motion carried 3-0.
Letter was received Silver Creek Township Board requesting a meeting with the eight townships involved in the N.W. quadrant land use review. They would like one person from each township to meet sometime in June (date to yet be determined) to discuss their thoughts on the review of their land use plan by Wright County.  Bruce Sobotta will be the representative from Clearwater Town ship.
The claims were presented for payment.  Bruce Sobotta moved to pay all the claims that were presented.  Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Rose Thelen moved to adjourn.  Bruce Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried, the meeting was adjourned at 8:48 p.m.
