Clearwater Township       

Minutes-August 19, 2008   
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chair Rose Thelen at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, August 19, 2008 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors Rose Thelen, David Nelson, arrived at 7:40 p.m. and Bruce Sobotta, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Sharon Lee.   
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Thelen asked if there were any additions or corrections to the proposed agenda. Sobotta moved to accept agenda as presented.  Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
The minutes of the regular meeting of July 15, 2008 were presented. Sobotta moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

The board discussed the letters that were sent to Sonsteby and Himmelspach in regard to right of way complaints.  Sonsteby has moved the items off of the right of way, Himmelspach has moved the cars and the dumpster will be moved by Krolles so it is not on township property.

Trees:  1) The tree that is in the cul-de-sac in front of Bruce Baiers on Isaak Ave will be removed, but the tree on the south end of Isaak Ave will not be removed at the request of the property owners.  2) Trees on 125th by Fred Schafer's property will not be removed; Mike did clean up the ditch on the north side of 125th.  3) Hart Ave the willow tree will not be removed, survey done and RW signs have been placed along the right of way.  Brush and some small trees on the south side will be removed to improve visibility.
The board set the price for the Clearwater Township history book, "Journey thru Time…" at $22.50 per book.
Thelen ask the board about have more water testing done on Nixon Lake at the cost of $220.00 per year.  Sobotta stated that Fish Lake Association pays for the testing on Fish Lake.  Nelson stated that Nixon Lake needs to get an association because the township can not pay for one lakes testing unless we are willing to pay for Fish Lake and other lakes in the township. The board took no further action.
New Business Items:
A request was received from Cliff Mol, Tri-County Alliance Church to rent the township hall on Wednesday evenings for their Adult Bible Study group. The group meets from September to May. There would be between 10-15 adults. Discussion was held by the board that they allow the church to use the town hall at a discount price of $25.00 per meeting because of the frequency of use through the year. Sobotta moved to allow the Tri-County Alliance Church to rent the town hall on Wednesday evening for $25.00 per meeting.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Testing of the M-100 Election Equipment will be held September 4th at 10:00 a.m. 
The Board approved the appointment of Wally Westerberg as election judge for the November general election.

Bids were opened for the new septic system:  Mares Excavating- $6,585.00, Flygare Excavating, Inc. $6,173.00.  Bruce Sobotta moved to accept the bid from Flygare Excavating, Inc at $6,173.00, motion was seconded by David Nelson.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Bids were opened for 12,000 yds of Class 1-MN DOT, gravel to be stockpiled by November 1, 2008.  Three bids were received, Johnson Crushing, Inc., $5.20 per cubic yard, Annandale Rock Products, Inc. $4.40 per cubic yard, Knife River, $5.05 per yard.  The board discussion included the distance that the gravel would have to be hauled and decided to have 6,000 yards from Johnson Crushing and Annandale Rock Products.  The board stated that they could haul gravel from Annandale Rock Products which could be spread on the southern end of the township and Johnson Crushing, Inc. gravel could be spread on the other township roads, therefore, saving on the cost of hauling. David Nelson moved to award 6,000 yards to Annandale Rock Products at $4.40 per yard and 6,000 yards to Johnson Crushing, Inc at $5.20 per yard on the contingency that they accepted the bid and price in lieu of awarding the total bid of 12,000 yards to one company.  Motion was seconded by Bruce Sobotta. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Bids for a 36'X 44' X 16' Post Frame Building (Salt Shed) were opened.  Two bids were receive: Bid from Liman Post & Beam for $18,750.00, Bid from Stuctural Buildings, Inc. for $22,770.00.  David Nelson moved to accept the bid from Liman Post & Beam for $18,750.00.  Motion was seconded by Bruce Nelson.  Motion carried by unanimous vote. 

Public Comment:   

Denny Lang, 12409 Guider Ave, approached the board with a request to have his road maintained.  The board stated that his road is not an accepted township road; therefore, the township can not do any maintenance on the road.
Correspondence:

Wright County Sheriff's Report was presented, the board took no action.

Road Maintenance Report:  Mike Ludenia
- Bituminous paving for Greer Ave, quote was received from Minnesota Hot- Mix for $14,600.00.  The board decided to table the item until after the fall road review.

- Calcium Chloride was applied to 150th Street, Ferman Ave and 145th Ave.

- 2000 HR Maintenance on grader is due, cost approximately $1,800. The board gave approval for the 2000 Hour Maintenance on grader.

- New culvert is needed on 150th Ave by Jim Anderson's, cost for culvert, equipment rental, rock and misc. dirt will be approximately $4,000.  Approval was given by the board to do this project.
-Fall Road Review was discussed, board decided to table setting date until the September meeting.

- Extra Help was discussed:  Bruce Sobotta moved to set the part-time hourly rate for extra help at $17.00 per hour.  Motion was seconded by David Nelson.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Payment of Claims:  Claims covered by Check Numbers 7593-7616, 7617-7619, payroll checks #’s of for the total amount of $ 52,321.08 was approved for payment.    

Sobotta- moved to adjourn. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried, the meeting was adjourned at 9:48 p.m.
