Clearwater Township       

Minutes-May 20, 2008   
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chair Rose Thelen at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 20, 2008 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors Rose Thelen, David Nelson and Bruce Sobotta Treasurer Kristin Helwig, Clerk Sharon Lee and Deputy Clerk Nancy Pierskalla.
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Thelen asked if there were any additions or corrections to the proposed agenda. Clerk Sharon Lee made a request to add purchase of chairs, request for automatic payment for credit card and discussion for July 9 meeting.  Sobotta moved to accept agenda with additional items. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
The minutes of the regular meeting of April 15, 2008 Board of review and special meeting were presented. Sobotta moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Nixon Lake Workshop has been changed to June 24, 2008 at the Clearwater Township Hall from 7:00 pm-10:00pm. Thelen will make up some flyers advertising the workshop.

New Business Items:
John Herbes 10946 -120th street NW – Condo 10 Maple Hill Resort Condo approached the board with a request for a variance to replace a 20 ′ x 6′ deck with a 20′ x 10′ second story deck over the first floor deck.  The board stated that the replacement deck will have the same blueprint as the existing first floor deck and didn’t feel it would be problem.  Sobotta moved to approve the request as presented.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Tom Houck and Larry Grimmly of Westwind Shelters made a request for Conditional Use Permit for commercial business at 17439 County Rd 75 NW.  The board approved on the township level the Conditional Use Permit for Westwind Shelters.  They build shelters for animals.  Sobotta moved to approve the request as presented.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Thelen presented a Resolution of support for the 1000 Friends Grant application to the Community Growth Options program. Nelson moved to approve the request as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Tri-County Alliance Church wants to know the possibility of renting the township hall for their youth activities on Wed. nights this fall.  The board was favorable and wants more discussion with them.
The board discussed several junk complaints received from the county.  Chairperson Thelen will talk to the individuals about the complaints that were received.  The board received a complaint about excessive truck travel on Hendricks Ave. There are several piles of rock, broken up asphalt, wire, old tires, plies of unsightly material, and several inoperative or unlicensed vehicles, vehicle parts on the property at 15697 Hendricks Ave NW.  The board asked the clerk to write a letter to Roger Thompson about this matter.   The county has sent a letter to Mr. Thompson in regard to not having a CUP to operate a business at that location.
The bid was received and opened for contract maintenance on the township roads.  Bid was received from Ludenia Landscaping, Maple Lake at $40.00 per hour. Supervisor Sobotta moved to set up a special meeting on May 27, 2008 and the board can decide on going hourly or contract for the maintenance position.   Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion by Nelson to purchase 24 chairs from Office Depot at $44.99 for 4 chairs and Sobotta seconded. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   
The board gave approval for the clerk to make automatic payment from the savings account for the monthly credit card bill.

Public Comment:   none
Correspondence-
A letter was received from Wright County about the proposed amendments to Wright County Ordinance Adopting the Minn. State Building Code.  The board took no action.
Road Report:  

Boots Skelton made a request to have gravel and calcium chloride on 150th Street.  Nelson stated that 150th Street is not one of the roads they planned on spread gravel and calcium but is a road that is traveled a lot.  Sobotta stated that it may be necessary to purchase more calcium chloride in order to do 150th Street. Duncan stated that we had planned on doing 148th Street but it is hold up real well so just put calcium chloride on but is does not need gravel so could use that gravel for 150th Street. The board agreed to have calcium chloride and gravel spread on 150th Street.
Duncan stated that they will be spreading gravel and calcium chloride on various early in June.

Also Ludenia and Duncan will be working on several frost boils.  

The board closed the meeting to review of sick days and vacation days of roadman.

The board reconvened to approve the bills presented.

Payment of Claims:  Claims covered by Check Numbers 7510-31, payroll checks #’s 7532-35 for the total amount of $ 23,537.52 was approved for payment.
