Clearwater Township       
Minutes- February 20, 2007 
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, February 20, 2007 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Rose Thelen, and Bruce Sobotta (arrived at 7:50 pm), Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.  
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Nelson asked if there were any additions to the proposed agenda.  Thelen moved to approve agenda as presented, seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried 2-0.
The minutes of the regular meeting of January 16, 2007 and minutes of special meeting on January 12, 2007 were presented. Thelen moved to approve the minutes as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 2-0
Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Checking: $1,078.80, Savings: $196,502.59, Total in Accounts: $197,581.39. Thelen moved to accept the report as presented.  Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 2-0.  

Supervisor Rose Thelen presented a report on the Planning & Zoning workshop that was given by Troy Gilchrist on February 3, 2007.   Board members from Lynden Township and Clearwater Township and residents were present at the meeting.    Troy Gilchrist encouraged the Clearwater Twp. Board to establish a Planning Commission.  Thelen presented material on establishing a planning commission to the township board.  The board took no action at this time.
City of Clearwater’s Comprehensive Plan:  A letter to the City of Clearwater stating the board’s objection to the current comprehensive plan of the City of Clearwater was signed by the board.
Tom Schwartz, 14959 State Hwy 24, approached the board with a request for a variance to allow him to build a 40 X 60 ft pole building on his property. Wright County Planning & Zoning guidelines require a set back of 130 ft. from the State Hwy. 24. Mr. Schwartz would like to put his pole building 122 ft from hwy. Schwartz is requesting a 8 ft variance so he can put up his building.  Rose Thelen moved to approve the variance for the set back on the township level, seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
Rick Beren, of Alliance Real Estate Auction, representing Kevin Yonak who is requesting a variance to allow three divisions of 123 acres that do not follow quarter-quarter lines.  Mr. Yonak would like to divide the 123 acres in 3- 41 acre plots.  A variance is needed because divisions of ag land must follow quarter-quarter line (40 acres) or meet the “1 per 40” division guidelines.  Motion was made by Rose Thelen to approve the request for a variance as presented, seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
Chris and Marlin Skelton approached the board with a request to move the old town hall/schoolhouse and the maintenance building to the property located at 15001 State Hwy 24.  Marlin Skelton owns the property and told the board that Chris has his permission to move the buildings on to his property.
The town hall would just be stored until it can be moved to Annandale Pioneer Park in August.  A letter from Brian and Ann Partridge, Pioneer Park Board was presented to the board which stated that Pioneer Park was interested in the old Clearwater Town Hall/ Schoolhouse.  The building would need to be stored until a proper foundation can be laid in the park to place the schoolhouse on.  Pioneer Park would like to restore this building to preserve its history.
The maintenance building would be moved to the property and placed on a permanent foundation.
Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to give Skeletons’ permission on the township level to move the old town hall/schoolhouse and maintenance building on to their land. The town hall/school house must remain on blocks but the maintenance building must be permanently put in place within six months.  Rose Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Clearwater Township Maintenance Floor Problem:   Pete Anderson, Ameribuilt Buildings, subcontractor Kevin Boos of Concrete Concepts, met with the board and discussed the patch work that had been done on the maintenance floor.  Jerry Duncan stated that the patch seems to be holding up okay- put down chains and ran the front end loader over it. 
Kevin Boos stated that they would give a 10 year warranty on all the patch work and would like to start on the patch work as soon as possible.  Discussion was held on what type of sealer or finish would be put down over the entire floor. Boos will do some checking on what type of sealer/finish will hold up the best and get back to the board.

Motion was made by Bruce Sobotta to start the patch work on the maintenance floor and have Boos do more research on what type of finish or sealer should be put on the floor.  Motion seconded by Thelen.  Motion carried 3-0.
Chairman Nelson opened the single bid for gravel from Johnson Crushing, Inc.  Gravel Bid was for 10,000 yards of class modified ¾ inch crushed and stockpiled @ $5.10 per cubic yard. Bruce Sobotta moved to accept the bid from Johnson Crushing, Inc.  Motion seconded by Thelen.  Motion carried 3-0.

The board authorized Clerk Sharon Lee to advertise for bids for hauling gravel. The bid should also include a bid for a wheel packer and a water truck.  Gravel hauling is to be done between May 15 and June 15th.  Bids will be opened at the March 20th meeting.
Discussion was held on the Spring Clean-up which has been changed to April 28th. .  A standard pick-up load of regular refuse will be $10, trailer- $15, with additional loads at $20.  Appliance will be $13, and A/C $23.  There will be a fee for electronic equipment- computers, TV’s. – charge will vary according to weight. Electronic equipment can no longer be disposed of in the regular refuse truck. The cost of tires will be according to the size of tire.  There will be a charge for mattresses & box springs- $15, stuffed chair- $5, couch - $15. Rose Thelen moved to approve of the price increase as presented.  Motion seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.  
The board authorized the purchase of a chair rack, chair dolly and a coat rack and hangers.
