Regular Board Meeting     
July 20, 2010
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, July 20, 2010 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, Deputy Clerk Jean Just and Clerk Sharon Lee.   

Visitors as signed in: Debbie Schabel, David and Renae Zachman, Jim Lee, Ron & Linda Kedrowski, and Pat Chaplin.
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Mol made a motion to approve the agenda and the Regular Mtg. minutes of June 15, 2010 as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Mol seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Update on Mobile Home Removal-Linda Wente
Chairman David Nelson reported that an e-mail was sent to Tom Salkowski, Administrator, Wright County Planning and Zoning stating that Linda appeared before the Clearwater Twp Board on 6/15/2010.  Linda stated that she does not have the resources to pay to have it removed. The town board advised Linda, she is in violation of a Wright County regulation and it is her responsibility to remove the mobile home. Nelson also stated that other citizens in our township have removed their mobile homes because of the County regulations.
The board advised Linda that they would report to the County Planning & Zoning of the status of her mobile home.  It is the decision of the County Planning & Zoning to enforce their regulation.

Nelson reported that Tom Salkowski had called and stated that the County would give Linda a little more time to remove the mobile home.  Tom stated that Rose Thelen had requested the additional time for having the mobile home removed and was working with a group that may help Linda remove the mobile home.
Update on Roger Thompson Junk clean-up
Supervisor Bruce Sobotta stated that Roger Thompson has cleaned-up his property and is in compliance as of June 13, 2010. Clerk Lee reported that Mr. Thompson did appear in court on June 14, 2010 and entered a plea of guilty and had to pay $100.00 in court cost. Mr. Thompson is to have no planning & zoning ordinance violations for a period of 12 months.
Public Hearing for Road Vacation
The public hearing for a portion of 140th Street NW road vacation was held. Audrey Habisch, 8739 140th St NW, Annandale presented the affidavits of posting and notification.  The board did not receive any letters opposing the road vacation.  Dan Mol made a motion to adopt the resolution to vacate a portion of 140th Street NW as presented.  Motion seconded by Bruce Sobotta. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Road right of way issues

Report was given by Clerk Lee in regard to the right of way issues.  Lee consulted Eric Hedtke, MAT Attorney in regard to clearing the township right of way's that are interfering with maintaining the roads.  Mr. Hedtke stated that the Board of Supervisor's are given the authority to maintain the township roads and can clear the right of way (RW) if it interferes with maintaining the road. If there are trees, fences, mailboxes etc. that are in the RW but do not interfere with the maintaining the road the board can allow them to remain in the RW.  But the board retains the right to have it removed if it becomes an issue. 
A letter was sent on May 21,2010 to Christopher Behm stated that the township has some concerns about the property lines and invited him to come to a township meeting.  The clerk has not received any response from the letter. The board briefly discussed the right of way concerns and agreed that they would like to have another letter send to Mr. Behm stating the following RW violations:  trees, mailbox, and driveway. 

A motion was made by David Nelson to have Attorney, Mike Couri from Couri, Macarthur & Ruppe Law Firm draft a letter to Christopher Behm stating the issues that the township board has with the RW violation's and what can be done to resolve them.  Motion was seconded by Mol. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.
The board briefly discussed the fence of Ron & Linda Kedrowski that is in the township's right of way. The board stated that Kedrowski's fence does not interfere with the maintenance of the road and at this time will not request that they move the fence.  Supervisor Sobotta stated that the fence in the 
cul-de-sac should be moved to the west several feet, if we have a big snow fall it could be a problem. Kedrowski agreed to move that part of the fence.
Orderly Annexation Agreement workshop set for August 3, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the Clearwater Town Hall.
Correspondence 
1) St Cloud Wastewater Treatment Facility. They plan to obtain approval from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency for the application of biosolids on Dan Jacobs property located at 8990 140th Street NW. Letter & application will be on file in the clerk's office.
2) Letter from CapX2020 was received stating that Minnesota Public Commission has selected the final route and granted a Route Permit for construction of the CAPX2020 Monticello-St Cloud 345 kV transmission line.  The route will be along the 94 corridor.
Road Maintenance Report- Mike Ludenia

· Mike Gohman, 6401 157th St NW, made to request to have a culvert installed on Grunwald and 157th.  The board agreed to install a new 15' culvert if needed.
· The board gave authorization for Mike to: 

1) obtain at least 2 quotes for 8,000 yards of gravel and 120 yds of sand


2) to spend up to $3,000 for tree removal because of storm damage


3) change LP Gas Service to Land of Lake Service in Kimball.
