Clearwater Township       
Minutes- January 16, 2007 
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, January 16, 2007 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Rose Thelen, and Bruce Sobotta, Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.  
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Nelson asked if there were any additions to the proposed agenda.  Thelen moved to approve agenda as presented, seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried 3-0.
The minutes of the regular meeting of December 19, 2006 were presented. Thelen moved to approve the minutes as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0
Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Checking: $1,076.32, Savings: $196,282.49, Total in Accounts: $197,458.681. Thelen moved to accept the report as presented.  Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Continued Items:
Bob Perry, Minnesota Business Enterprises approached the board again about obtaining a temporary mining permit to mine sand that would be used on the Hwy 24 road project.  Chairman Dave Nelson had discussed the conditional use permit with Tom Salkowski, Wright County Planning & Zoning.  Mr. Salkowski stated that the board needs to confirm with Minnesota Business Enterprises that the land and road would be totally restored.  The company would have to use dust control and rebuild the road.  Mr. Perry confirmed that the road and the property would be totally restored.  The road would be restored to as good if not better than when the project began.  Rose Thelen moved to grant the request of a conditional use permit to mine the sand on Ron Pierskalla’s property for up 24 months and that MBE restore the property and rebuild the road as set by Wright County requirements.  Bruce Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
City of Clearwater’s Comprehensive Plan: Rose Thelen presented a draft of a letter to be sent to the City of Clearwater stating the board’s objection to the current comprehensive plan of the City of Clearwater.  The board will sign the letter at the February 20th meeting.

Clearwater Township Maintenance Floor Problem: Several test areas have been patched in the maintenance building concrete floor. The board would like to see how the test areas will hold up and then revisit the issue at the June meeting.

Lights on Maintenance Building:  Supervisor Nelson reported that he checked with Ameribuilt Buildings about replacing the lights with down lighting.  It would cost about $250-300 per light.  The board will continue to check and see if a lower wattage bulbs or a shield can be used to correct the excessive the light problem.
New Items:
Lisa Rau who had requested a conditional use permit for dog grooming business was not present at the meeting.

Rose Thelen moved to set the hours for the Annual Election and Annual Meeting on March 13, 2007. Election hours 10:00 am - 8:00 pm. and Annual Meeting will be at 8:15 pm.  Dave Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
Nancy Pierskalla, Judy Wolseth, Gary Betzler and Sharon Lee were appointed as Election 

Judges.   Motion made by Thelen, seconded by Nelson.  Motion carried 3-0.
Board of Review set for April 24, 2007 at 7:00 pm.

Discussion was held on the purchase of new chairs for the town hall.  The board approved the purchase of 40 new chairs.  Clerk Sharon Lee will place an order for the new chairs.  The chairs are needed by the annual meeting.

Gravel for 2007 was discussed.  Bruce Sobotta moved to publish a request for bids to provide Clearwater Township with 10,000 yards of ¾ inch minus modified gravel with a minimum of 6% - a maximum of 8% binder.  Rose Thelen seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Workshop on Planning and Zoning will be held at the Clearwater Twp Hall on Feb. 3, 2007 from 9:00 am-11:00 am.  Troy Gilchrist will be the presenter.  Clear Lake and Lynden Township have been invited to attend.  The workshop is open to all area residents.
Public Comment Time:   Ron and Deb Schabel express concerns about the I-94 to Hwy 10 River Crossing.  Schabel ask the board and Clearwater residents to write a letter expressing their opposition to the final approval of the I-94 to Hwy 10 River Crossing.
