Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)
April 14, 2014
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Monday April 14, 2014 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor Dave Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.   
Visitors as signed in: Ron Schabel, John Notsch, Chris Rohr
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the agenda and the reg. meeting minutes of March 10, 2014. Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Nelson moved to accept the report as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:   None
AT&T – Petition for a CUP to construct a .300’ cellular antenna tower located at 6764 125th Street, on the NE corner of farm
Chris Rohr from SAC Wireless for AT&T explained that they have met with Wright County and the hearing was continued until he had a chance to meet with the Township Board.  What they are proposing is to put a 300’ cellular tower on the NE corner of the property located at 6764 125th Street.  It will have an enclosure at the bottom and will be tall enough that it will need the Red & White blinking lights.  They will have an easement over the property to get to the tower for maintenance.  This is one of the 4 in Wright County that they are proposing.
Supervisors asked if they have had complaints of the blinking lights or health concerns from the public. Chris indicated that the lights are so high in the air and are not bright enough to cause concerns.  He could not confirm one way of the other if they have had health complaints.  He was not aware of any.

With no public comment Sobotta made a recommendation for the approval of the tower located at 6764 125th Street. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 
Spring Clean-up May 17th 2014 From 8-12
Clerk gave updates from venders – Sobotta made a motion to go with LaPlant Demo for all services:  $5.00 electronics, $0 appliances, Tires $4 & $10, all scrap metal $0, minimum of 4 people to handle scrap/tires/appliance’s & electronics, 4-30 yard dumpsters @ $418 each. Ad placed in Clearwater paper May 9th.  Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Road Review Update
The board went on road review April 9th and traveled all of the roads to determine which roads needed to have gravel applied and brush cut – also prioritized what needed to be completed first.

· Bruce attended Wright Cooperative Weed Management Meeting – Parsnip was the hot topic and the County is willing to help with spraying and contacting residence if needed. · Resolution authorizing contract with interested officer under Minn. Stat. 471.88, subd.5:  Bruce Sobotta abstained from participation.   Jim Lee maintenance person is going to be out for up to six weeks and Mike Ludenia may need some help this spring with brush cutting while he is grading the roads.  With this being short term and the need being immediate Nelson made a motion to pass resolution 2014-02 to retain the services of Bruce Sobotta to assist with Township road and other maintenance duties as needed at the rate of $20.00  per hour which is the rate decided upon for part-time maintenance workers at the Clearwater Township Organizational meeting .  Mol seconded the motion. Motion approved unanimously. 
Road Maintenance Report-   

Ludenia confirmed that we should hire Taylor Surveying to survey 158th turn around, Ferman & Fillmore – Board indicated he should go ahead and have that done;  Boom mower can be rented for approx. $3,200 a week – Board would like to get that rented and start the last week of April for two weeks. 
Review of Bills: A motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims

covered by checks #9086-9101 and  eft 414, eft414p, eft414f,  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
With no further business to come before the board, Sobotta moved to adjourn Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 8:44 pm.
