 Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)


 December 18, 2012
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, December 18, 2012 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor David Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.   
Visitors as signed in: John Notsch, Ron Schabel, Jim & Sharon Lee
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Reg. meeting minutes of November 20, 2012 and Special meeting minutes of December 4, 2012, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:  
Ron Schabel presented a newspaper article regarding the tax rates in Wright County - indicating the top tax rates are in Clearwater Township. Schabel also brought in the State of MN Auditor information regarding the reporting of funds.  Schabel indicated the township has a lot of money sitting in its account and it is not gaining any interest.  Chairman Mol stated that it is not a surplus and that the township only gets paid 2x a year, therefore, it will look like we have more at certain times of the year since we have to make it last for 6 months. Mol indicated that the Township does have the money separated into multiple accounts and currently use the State Auditors CTAS system that is audited by them each year.  Mol also state that we are only ½ the district as some of the other townships and still need the same equipment. No one on the board wants to over tax the tax payers.  
Brian Kunkel – Fire Marshal
Brian Kunkel approached the board to let them know that it is in in the Fire Contract with the Clearwater Fire Department to do fire Inspections with businesses within the Township.  He would need a motion from the Township board to have the authority to do the inspections and enforce the fire codes.  This issue came up with a fire that recently happened just outside of Clearwater in Lynden Township.  With not knowing what is inside of business it creates a hazard to the fire fighters. Nelson made a motion to allow the Clearwater Fire Department the jurisdiction to enforce the State Fire code with in the Township. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Discussion was made on the types of businesses; Kunkel indicated they are looking at the commercial businesses not the home base type business. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Disbursement of Funds 
Sobotta made a motion to move $12,500 from the Road & Bridge Fund to the Equipment fund and to move $50,000 from the Road & Bridge Fund to the Road Project Fund. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried
Give Election Officials Oath of Office
Daniel Mol - Supervisor, David Nelson - Supervisor & Kristin Helwig were given the Oath of Office.

Received the Assessment Contract from the County for 2014 and 2015.After reviewing the contract and noting that there was no change in the fee of $10.50 per parcel Nelson made a motion to accept the contract as written, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Mike was not able to make the meeting – Clerk Just updated the board regarding the cutting of brush & Trees that Mike has been doing on 159th, 140th - 132nd and Illsley in the state land, 160th off Co Rd 7, Grunwald, and in Rays Addition.
