Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)
July 16, 2013
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday July 16, 2013 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor Dave Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.   
Visitors as signed in: John Notsch, Ron Schabel, Debbie Schabel, Jim Lee, Sharon Lee.
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, reg. meeting minutes of June 18, 2013 with change from 17 to 1700 gal. of chloride applied. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:   
Nixon Lake Access – Update/Ordinance
Chairman Mol indicated that the board has drafted an Ordinance for the Nixon Lake Access and read the Ordinance to the public.  Dan opened discussion to the public and the board.   Notch asked if it covered all public accesses owned by the township or just Nixon Lake access.  Mol stated that this is only for Nixon Lake access.  Sharon Lee asked if it took into account all of the DNR rules and if we needed to have something to cover fires, campers, and ATV’s.  The board agreed that something should be added about no open campfires and felt that the ATV’s were covered with the mention of no unlicensed vehicles.

Bruce made a motion to approve the 2013-001 Ordinance with the addition of No Open Campfires.  Dave 2nd the motion.  Discussion was made as to add something about dogs being on a leash, board did not feel this was necessary.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Quarterly Meeting
Mol stated that it was the annual meeting with a pork chop dinner; several state representatives were in attendance and shared information as to what was going on with the state.  Sheriff Hagerty gave a report about what was happening in the sheriff’s department.  Information on the progress of the installation of the new signs in the county, Clearwater Township was the first township and things have been going good.  They are running on schedule.
New Signs - Update
Most of the new signs were completed on July 12th.  There are three crews out doing the signs with inventory reports coming in daily.  Mike & Bruce have been going out to make sure that all the signs meet the specification and that they are the correct signs.  There are a few that indicated they were able to salvage however, since that time they have been destroyed. They are ordering replacement signs and come back and replace.  There is an Inventory program that the signs will be on so that going forward we can track when signs are replaced.  We will now need to determine our maintenance plan and when we will start the replacement process.  These signs should last up to 15-20years.

Road Maintenance Report-   

59,000 gallons of Chloride was applied; signing project is complete except for the ones they had to order; Mike will start cutting brush next week with Nixon Lake Access being the first one to get done.

150th Street project: 2,300 yards of gravel was put on and 3,500 gallons of Chloride – the new packer worked great on packing the road as the gravel went on.  Also, graded a few roads and feel that packer is a great improvement.  Mol indicated that after checking the roads with the new packer that it is very beneficial. 
Mol made a motion to purchase the 98” Handy Hitch roller from RDO Equipment for $24,500. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.  

Sobotta indicated that he had met with the Fire Department and they would like to have a meeting on October 17th @ 6:30pm at the Clearwater City Hall. 
Review of Bills: A motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims

covered by checks #8915-8940 and  eft 715f, eft715p, eft711.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
With no further business to come before the board, Sobotta moved to adjourn Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 8:22 pm.
