Regular Board Meeting         (UnApproved)
June 9, 2014

The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Monday June 9, 2014 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor Dave Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda and the reg. meeting minutes of May 12, 2014. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:   Greg Czech approached the board regarding brush cutting and tree cutting in the right-of-way.  Greg stated that Mike did come over and showed him the tree’s that he was looking at taking down to clean the area in front of his home and he is ok with that, however, he felt that when we are doing brush cutting with the brush cutter we should be notifying the residence in advance and how do we know that we are in the right-of-way and not on residence property.  The board indicated that in the future they will look at sending out notices, the right-of-way is 33ft from the center line of the road and the boom does not go out that far, however, yes it is somewhat of a guess since there are no signs along every road.  The brush that was being cut was smaller in size, anything that is large would be done with chain saws. 
Bill Langenbacher – Jenkins Ave

Bill & Shelley Langenbacher have property located on Jenkins Ave and is wondering what the boards position is on the road that goes to his property.  He is hoping to start building on July 1st, 2014.  The Board indicated the Township Maintained Road ends at the turn-around at the beginning of his property.  There is a cartway that goes north of that and runs along the East end of his property.  That cartway has never been brought up to Township Specifications and the Township does not plan on taking it over unless that is done.  The Cartway is a 66ft wide strip that allows access to the properties that surround it.

· Brush Cutting /Grading/Gravel/Chloride
Mike indicated that they have hauled 10,356 yards of gravel and the chloride will be done this week. Brush cutting is done with boom cutter. The ditch by Mark Dundri’s will need to be cleaned and trees taken down as water is sitting and needs to get it to run to the south.  Also at the Y on Grover & 155th  he will have to clean out the ditch so the water runs to the culvert. Mike asked if we wanted to go ahead with the chip seal on Gowan & Grover.  Nelson made a motion to chip seal Gowan & Grover before and after the bridge. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
