Regular Board Meeting         (Approved)
May 12, 2014
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Monday May 12, 2014 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor Dave Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.   
Visitors as signed in: Sharon Lee, Jim Lee, John Notsch, Al Evavold, Paul Schermer, Lawrence Shut, Loretta Schut, Jon & Kristy Bigalk. 
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda and the reg. meeting minutes of April 14, 2014. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:   John Notsch wanted to let the township know that they would like to be put up some signage at the Fish Lake Access regarding keeping the landing clean and wanted to make sure that the board was ok with that.   The board is fine with the association putting up signs.
Larry Schut: Split of  Property:
Lawrence & Loretta Schut approached the board regarding the split of his property located off 145th Street & Nixon Lake, involving 4 parcels (204-100-221300;224200;221105;224103.  This is a change to a condition of previous board action taken at the County in 1996 ordering parcel 204-100-221300 to remain owned in common with 204-100-224200.  Schut’s presented a copy of the survey of the property indicating they would like to split off the 11.65 acres that they would like to sell.  They would keep the other 3 parcels together so that they property would not be land locked. Lawrence indicated that the couple that is wishing to buy the property plan to build a home and would have no problem meeting set back requirements. After discussion by the board and recommendation that the other 3 parcels be combined ti one PID, Nelson made a recommendation that the Board of Adjustments approve the split of parcel #204-100-221300 11.65 acres and combine the remaining 3 parcels. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Jon & Kristy Bigalk – CUP Review/response form
Review of existing CUP for a Commercial Outdoor Recreation to conduct outdoor events such as weddings, reunions and other miscellaneous gatherings. Township has received no complaints, Nelson made a motion to indicating that the applicant is complying with the conditions of the permit and do not see the need for anew hearing on the matter at this time. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
