Clearwater Township        UNAPPROVED MINUTES
Regular Board Meeting     
June 15, 2010
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, June 15, 2010 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, Deputy Clerk Jean Just and Clerk Sharon Lee.   

Visitors as signed in: Ron & Debbie Schabel, Jean Just, Linda Wente, David Zachman, Jim Lee
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Mol made a motion to approve the agenda and the Regular Mtg. minutes of May 18, 2010 as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Mol seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Update on Mobile Home Removal-Linda Wente
Linda told the board that she has put up a "For Sale" sign but has not received and calls or inquiries. Cost of having the mobile home removed would be about $1,000, she states that she has no funds to pay to have it removed. She has looked into adding on to her garage but the cost would be more than she can afford, she needs the mobile home to use as storage.
The Board agreed that they would contact Wright County Planning & Zoning and ask them to enforce the zoning ordinance for mobile homes and have it removed.  Chairman Nelson will send an e-mail to Tom Salkowski.
Update on Roger Thompson Junk clean-up
Supervisor Bruce Sobotta stated that Thompson has made a lot of progress on cleaning up his property.  Mr. Thompson's court date was June 14th and the township has not heard from Karen Wolff, Wright County Attorney, as to the final decision.   

Petition to vacate a portion of 140th Street NW
Audrey Habisch, 8739 140th St NW, Annandale presented a petition to the board to vacate a small portion of 140th Street NW.  The petition contained the required signatures of people living within 3 miles of the road that is to be vacated.  The petition states that Audrey Habisch will reimburse the Town of Clearwater for all of the Town's expense connected with this petition regardless of whether the petition is granted or not.
Dan Mol moved to adopt a resolution to hold a public hearing on July 20, 2010 at 8:00 p.m. at the Clearwater Township Hall to consider the vacation of a small portion of 140th Street NW as described in the attached survey, to post and publish a notice at least 10 days before the hearing.  Bruce Sobotta seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Reports on the survey's on Greer Ave, Hoyt Ave and Gowan Ave
Hoyt Ave
Survey of Hoyt Ave shows that the road may have been moved a little to the east thru years of road maintenance, also it shows that the Ron & Linda Kedrowski east fence is in the right - of - way. Supervisor Sobotta stated that Kedrowski's fence does not interfere with the maintenance of the road.
Dave Zachman, 15042 Hoyt Ave NW, asked the board to move the road back as it was in the original plat. He has lost a lot of trees because the snow has been placed on his property and has damaged the trees. Mr. Zachman stated he wants Kedrowski's fence moved out of the right-of-way because they are using property that is not theirs for their fence. Ludenia stated that he will change the way the snow is being plowed which will keep the snow off of Zachman's property.
After a brief discussion the board asked the clerk to send a letter to Kedrowski's stating that based on the survey their fence is in the township's right- of - way and needs to be moved.  
Greer Ave NW
The survey indicates that there several property owners that have trees, fences and driveway's that are in the township's right - of - way.  A letter was sent to Christopher Behm stated that the township has some concerns about the property lines and invited him to come to a township meeting.  The clerk has not received any response from the letter.
The board briefly discussed the right of way concerns and agreed to wait until the July 20th meeting to discuss what to do about the right of way violations'. 
Gowan Ave NW
The survey shows that the width of township's right of way is 83 ft; there are several fences, an electric pole that are in the township's right-of-way.  Survey was completed to establish the townships right-of-way in order to build a turn-around for township equipment, buses etc.
Brief discussion was held on the potential legal expense that may occur with the 3 right - of - way issues on Hoyt Ave, Greer Ave and Gowan Ave.  Mol stated if may be best to prioritize how we deal with each of the roads because of the potential legal expense. 

Dan Mol moved to table Greer right-of-way issue until 2011, 2nd by Sobotta.  

Dan Mol amended the motion to change from Greer Ave to have Gowan Ave tabled until 2011, 2nd by Sobotta, The motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Mol stated that Ludenia should place all right of way stakes on the 3 surveyed roads as soon as possible.
Election Judges- Primary on August 10th and General Election on November 2, 2010
Clerk Lee presented a list of names for election judges for the Primary Election and General Election:

A motion was made by Mol, seconded by Sobotta, to approve 11 election judges as presented. Motion carried unanimously. 
Orderly Annexation Agreement

The board would like to set up a meeting with the City of Clearwater to discuss the OAA.  Clerk Lee

will e-mail City of Clearwater members to set up a meeting date.  Discuss was held on extending the 

agreement for another 10- 15 years, rewriting some of the language in current agreement.
