February 15, 2011
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, February 15, 2011 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the agenda, the Regular Mtg. minutes of January 18, 2011 and Audit Meeting minutes of February 8, 2011 as presented. Supervisor Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Nelson moved to accept the report as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Ken Swartz - Ken addressed the board regarding going under 160th street with an irrigation system.  He presented a copy of a plat to indicate where it would go and explained how it would impact the road. Correspondence:  Insurance: Mike took inventory of all equipment- Supervisor Nelson reviewed inventory and made changes accordingly and discussed the possibility of increasing the deductible it was decided to leave deductible as is at this time.  Discussion took place regarding the CapX petition/Quick-Take Motion - Township is listed on a parcel only for the right of way; it is not property that is owned by the township.  Leaking in the township hall caused the fax machine to go bad, board agreed to go ahead and purchase a new fax machine.  Clerk just presented information on a back up system online the cost is $55 year and it will back up the system and give access at another location, board agreed to go ahead with the back up system.

Gravel Hauling Quotes
The quotes were opened for 8,000 cu yards (3,000 cu yards from Johnson Pit and 5,000 cu yards from Annandale Rock Products pit) of gravel hauling and spreading.   Quotes were received from Mid Minnesota Hot Mix, ($3.60 and $1.80); and Bjorklund, ($3.63 and $2.36).
Nelson moved to award the gravel hauling quote of $1.80 from Johnson Pit, $3.60 from Annandale Rock Pit to Mid Minnesota Hot Mix of Annandale.  Total cost:  $23,400.00. Sobotta  seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Quote for Dust Control
The board approved a quote from Dustcoating, Inc. Savage. Mn for 50,000 gallons of magnesium

chloride at .795 cent per gallon.  Total cost: $39,750

Road Report:  Mike indicated that the roads are soft with the warmer weather and we need to watch the amount of heavy traffic on some of the gravel roads once the spring weather hits.  Mike indicated that the truck need to have the water filter changed and will be taking it to M&M.  After last month meeting Mike did some research on the carbide cutting edges, after talking to both Rockford & Silver Creek it was determined that a they can get about 1000 hours on a set of carbide edges for a cost of $1710.88 staying with our current blades with sharpening & changing the cost for the same amount of hours is $2200.00.  The board was in agreement to have Mike order the carbide cutting edges for the Grader only at this time.  If it stays nice Mike will start cutting brush, limit for the year is $3,000
Review of Bills:  A motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims covered by check #'s 8366-8374, EFT2/08, EFT2/16f and 2/16p in the amount of $9,775.13, including payroll.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
