Clearwater Township     
Minutes-September 15, 2009   
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dave Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, September 15, 2009 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.   

Visitors: Rory & Kim Norgren, Jim Lee, Jason Kemmetmueller, Karl & Carol Krippner.
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Dan Mol made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Mol seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Update on Clean-Up of  Roger Thompson Property
Each of the board members did an on site inspection of Roger Thompson's property and stated that he is making progress but the board would like to see more clean-up done.  In order to be in compliance Mr. Thompson must have all materials and equipment used in his business placed in a storage building or behind a fence. 

Mr. Thompson's will appear in district court on September 18th and the board will request that more clean-up be done on his property and that he installs a fence so the equipment and business related material is not visible from the road or adjoining properties.

The board agreed to continue the matter until November 15, 2009.
Gary Hoganson

Rory Norgren, Norgren Builders presented a request for a variance to replace an existing cabin owned by Gary Hoganson located at 6597 123rd St NW, Annandale. He would like to replace the existing 767 sq. ft. cabin that has a 400 sq. ft. second story with a new dwelling to be 23' X 34', 816 sq. ft. main level, 528 sq ft second story, and 60 sq ft covered porch.   Lot is undersized and is served by a holding tank.
The plan is to remove existing cabin, old carport, storage shed and clean up the property.  The existing cabin is 35' by 34'; new cabin will be 34' by 24' build in same area as old, no changes to well or holding tank which was done in 2003.  The board agreed that with clean-up and new cabin would greatly improve the property.

Dan Mol moved to approve the variance and plan to clean- up and remove cabin and rebuild with same footprint. Motion seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Karl and Carol Krippner
Karl and Carol Krippner approached the board requesting information on building a road to be used for public use.  The road is currently considered a driveway to access property owned by John Benson and Ernest Pilantz. The board briefly discussed the road specification requirements for a public road in Clearwater Township with the Krippners.  All cost for updating the road will be assumed by the property owners, once the road is built to township spec's, the township will do an on site inspection to determine if the road meets all requirements for a township approved road. A copy of the Typical Road Specifications for Clearwater Township was given to the Krippners. 
Jason Kemmetmueller
Mr. Kemmetmueller approached the board with a request to have a lot line adjustment to add two acres from the Tim Wall property to expand the existing 8.92 acre lot owned by Kemmetmueller.

Mr. Kemmetmueller would like to have a dairy operation for up to 153 cows.  In order to obtain a feed lot permit he must have at least 10A or more so it is necessary that he purchase 2 A from his neighbor Tim Wall.
Dan Mol moved approve the request for a lot line adjustment and allow Mr. Kemmetmueller to add two acres from the Wall property to expand the existing 8.92 acre lot and to apply for a feed lot permit for a dairy operation.  The motion was seconded by Sobotta.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Other Agenda items

The board appointed Dan Mol and Bruce Sobotta to the COAA update committee.

Road maintenance Report: Mike Ludenia

· Mike stated that a report received from Independent Testing Technologies of two samples of gravel from Johnson Pit in Hasty did not meet the requested specifications of Class 1-MNDOT with minimum of 8% and maximum of 15% binder.  The gravel tested does not have enough clay, only 7.4 and 5.8.  Mike stated that we need the clay content for the heavily traveled roads.  The board asked Mike to work with Jeff Johnson to see if clay can be added to meet the specifications requested.  The township may have to get more gravel from Annandale Rock if the specifications can not be met at the Johnson pit. 
· Will be mowing the road ditches starting on October 1st.
· The board approved $3,000 fall brush cutting. 
· Date of a fall road review will be set at the October regular meeting.
Sobotta moved to adjourn. Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried, the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 pm.
