Wright Hennepin Movement of Pole:  Mike informed the board that Wright Hennepin is working on moving a telephone pole on Forsythe by Carlos Lopez property and will need to take down some trees, they just wanted to make sure their was not a problem - board is in agreement that this it is fine to move the pole.
Short Course/Quarterly Township meeting update:  Information was discussed regarding the sign project, as of right now we will be getting funding up to 80% to help with the cost of new street signs, the State & County will be getting together with an engineer to find out where signs need to be placed.  They will have more information and the July meeting.
Spring Clean-up Day June 11, 2011:  Clerk Jean Just presented information on charges for the Clean-up day on June 11th. Planter in front of Township building:  Jim Lee asked about getting the flowers and taking care of the planter in front of the Township Hall.  Nelson moved to authorize Jim Lee to go ahead and get the flowers and take care of the planter in front of the township hall. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Innovative Processing Contract:  Innovative Processing holds the townships mailing list and mails out newsletters for the township.  A new contract was presented to run from April 2011 - March 2012; Printing of one page letter black/white .03/ea; envelope/printing address/return .11/ea; inserting included, One page letter with color .06/ea; inserting addl pages .03/ea; Postage is .36/ea; Create and maintain a valid data base of names/addresses charge of $150 per year; Create an e-mail collection address asking residents to send their e-mail address $50 per year.  Clerk Just indicated that she could create and maintain and e-mail data base.  Sobotta moved to approve the contract as presented, Nelson seconded the motion. After further discussion Sobotta moved to amend the motion to accept the contract without the e-mal collection service and to have Clerk Just take care of the e-mail data. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Annandale School Board Meeting at Township Hall:  Annandale school board would like to hold a meeting at the township hall on May 10th, 2011 @ 7:00pm regarding the bond election for the new Bendix Elementary School, at not charge to them.  Deputy Clerk Lee agreed to be at the meeting and open the hall for the meeting.
