 Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)


 April 16, 2013
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, April 16, 2013 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.   
Visitors as signed in: John Notsch, Ron Schabel, Marianne Borgeson
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Chairman Mol made a motion to approve the agenda and Reg. meeting minutes of March 19, 2013 Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Mol  seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:  Matthew Loven approached the board regarding a 30acre parcel owned by Ron Thomas on Jenkins Ave NW in Clearwater Township.  Mr Thomas was in the process of selling his property when they received information indicating that there was not right of way to his property and that it was land locked. After some discussion and documents that Clerk Just was able to produce the Conclusion was that he should meet with Wright County Planning Zoning since the documentation that the he has and the township has indicates that he does have access to his property from Jenkins Ave.  If Wright County needs any further documentation have them call the Town Hall and we will provide that to them.
Mutual Aid with Silver Creek Township & County Road 7 Road Repair
Silver Creek Township Supervisors have contacted us and Maple Lake Township wanted to know if we would be interested in drafting a Mutual Aid agreement between the three townships for maintenance work. They also asked if we would be in agreement to talk to Wright County regarding the road work that is scheduled to be performed on County Road 7 in 2014.  The Concern would be that they are just going to do an overlay and that it would last very long since it is heavily traveled road.
The Board is in agreement that they would work with Silver Creek Township on a Mutual Aid Agreement and would be on board to meet with Wright County on the County Road 7 project.  Clerk just will work with the Clerks in Silver Creek & Maple Lake Townships to set up a meeting.
Zoning Ordinance Amendment for Rural Commercial Tourism
Wright County sent out a copy of the proposed zoning ordinance text amendment defined as Rural Commercial Tourism (RCT).  The County Planning Commission will hear this item on May 9th, 2013.  Currently the Wright County Zoning Ordinance allows Commercial Outdoor Recreation as a Conditional Use Permit. This initially started as and was employed for uses such as golf courses, driving range etc.  Over the last few years, permitted agricultural uses such as orchards, vineyards and others have expanded beyond the production and sale of the agricultural product which has expanded beyond the intent of the Commercial Outdoor Recreation.  They are encouraging Township and City Officials to provide comments and ask questions on this amendment.
Consensus of the board members is to table and discuss further at the May 21st Meeting.
Spring Short Course Update - 
Most of the meeting was repetitive; however, information was given regarding the States CTAS system that we use for accounting.  The fee that they are looking at assessing would be a onetime fee.  There will be more information provided at a later date.
Wright County Township Officers Assoc. Annual Meeting – Update
New Commissioners were in attendance and gave an update as to what is being worked on at the County level.  Information was given on noxious weeds in the area.
