The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, July 19, 2011 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Regular Mtg. minutes of July 19, 2011, as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Open Gravel Quotes for 2012 - 
1st Quote:  Johnson Materials 3,000 - 8,000 cubic yards CL1 gravel loaded and scaled @ $5.50/Cubic Yard
2nd Quote: Annandale Rock Products 3,000 - 8,000 cubic yards CL1 gravel loaded and scaled @ $3.85 per ton ($5.39/Cubic Yard) 

Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve 3,000 yards from Johnson Materials & 5000 yards from Annandale Rock Products at the cost specified on the quotes, Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous Vote.

Update on Insurance Claim:  Supervisor Nelson reported that we have replacement cost coverage on the building - our options are to replace the damaged portion of the town hall, Take the depreciated value and if we have another claim it would adjust for the amount we already received or do nothing.  Concern was raised about the Salt Shed having damage; Dave will check with the Insurance Adjustor and report back at the September meeting.
House on Fillmore:  Wright County building inspector has been making regular visits to the property - not much has been done. Inspector has been documenting the deterioration of parts of the structure. Personal finances of the owner are making it difficult to complete the process.  They are working on the best way to address the problem.  Ultimately they may have to take legal action, but are unsure how and if that will get the owner out to the property to complete construction.  They will be taking photos and will look at violations of the exterior storage and nuisance standards.  They are looking at revoking the building permit.  They will let us know of any other updates.
 

Property located at 17707 State Hwy 24:  Received a complaint regarding sale of tires and having a business at this property.  The property is quite an eyesore and could be a potential hazard with traffic stopping.  The board asked that a formal Complaint be written before looking into further.
Road Maintenance Report: Mike reported on the following:
· Chloride- With all the rain we have had this year, we have not used all the Chloride that we budgeted for.  Mike indicated that he felt that we did not need anymore this year and the board agreed.    

· Mike wanted to know about renting a Brush Hog - board asked Mike to get a price.

· Sand/Salt - Mike indicated that he had a total of 200 yards of Sand & Salt wanted to know if he should get more - the board agreed that we should go with 250 yards and fill up the shed.
· Work Agreement w/ Silver Creek Township:  Mike indicated Silver Creek Township was looking at getting Mutual Aid Agreement set up between the two townships.  The board indicated  that if Silver Creek wants to write something up they would reviewing it.
Review of Bills:  A Motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims covered by check #'s 8468-8470, 8479-8486 EFT0808, f720, 0816f, and 0816p in the amount of $16,981.34, including payroll.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
With no further business to come before the board, Sobotta moved to adjourn. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 8:42 pm.
