Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)
August 21, 2012
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, August 21, 2012 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor David Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Reg. meeting minutes of July 17, 2012, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:

Open Gravel Quotes for 2013
Chairman Mol opened and read the gravel quotes from Annandale Rock Products & Johnson Material:
Annandale Rock Products(ARP): Bid to crush and stockpile 8,000 cubic yards Class 1-MN DOT specifications with minimum of 8% and maximum of 15% binder. Gravel is to be stockpiled by November 1, 2012. Material will be crushed and stockpiled at ARP main pit – Price $5.39/cubic yard Includes Wright County gravel tax, loading onto trucks & certified scale and weight tickets.

Johnson Materials: 8,000 Cubic Yards CL1 gravel loaded and scaled @ 5.75/cubic yard (did not indicate if this included the gravel tax). Gravel will be available as needed, and will be located at the Hasty Pit location.
Discussion as to the quality of the gravel and issues the township is having with roads on the north end of the township and noting that while hauling from Annandale may be higher, the quality of the material has been better.  Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to purchase all 8000 cubic yards of Class 1 gravel from Annandale Rock Products at the price of $5.39/cubic yard. Supervisor Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Chairman Mol removed himself from the board and turned it over to Supervisor Nelson

Dan Stacy Mol – Tiling under roadway
Dan Mol owns property on the south side of 145th street & has purchased additional property on the North side of the road.  The tile along the road needs to fixed.  He has talked to Wright County Soil & Water to find out what he can & cannot do – he would like to come across his own property rather than go onto other people’s property, in order to do that he would have to dig up the road to come across.  Dan indicated that he would contract with an excavator that has done this work in the past and the road would be put back to the original condition – the tile would be 4-5ft under the road and would be using 8” tile.  Supervisor Nelson made a motion to allow Dan Mol to tile under 145th street at no cost to the township and under supervisor of the Townships Maintenance Supervisor. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Present Resolution setting site inspection & Public Hearing for Mandatory Cartway
Robert Ruppe from Couri & Ruppe, PLLP Attorney’s office indicated that a petition has been filed for a Cartway to access landlocked property by Oralyn, Patricia, & John Fisher.  Todd Lewis presented a letter he had written to the board & to the Attorney.  Mr. Ruppe indicated that tonight is only to present a resolution to set the site inspection & public hearing and that all voices would be heard at the public hearing.  Supervisor Nelson made a motion to accept the Resolution to set the Site Inspection for Tuesday September 18th, 2012 at 6:30pm with the public hearing to be at the Clearwater Township hall September 18th, 2012 at 7:30pm.  Supervisor Sobotta 2nd the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  Mr. Lewis was present at the meeting Mr. Ruppe served him with the papers.

Water Surface Use Ordinance – only a few lakes participated and none were in Clearwater Township 
Social Host Ordinance – Meeting with the county will be on August 28th @ 9:30am if anyone would like to attend the meeting. Supervisor Nelson has been corresponding with Wright County Attorney Tom Kelly letting him know that the way it is written leaves it open to discretion stating that the host know or reasonably should know that such conduct is taking place.  This is leaving it to the discretion of the attorney to think they should have reasonably known?  After much discussion Supervisor Nelson made a motion to oppose the Social Host Ordinance as written. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Road Maintenance Report- Mike Ludenia
Brush has been cut from the road signs that were mentioned in the road review
Mike has completed the corner on 140th street, building up the corner and staking it so cars would not continue to cut the corner. Filled holes & bush cut on Evans & 160th street and also rebuilt the intersection on 140thh & Jarvis.  150th street is not in good shape Mike would like to add 300-400 yards of gravel and try to shoot it with Chloride again – Board agreed that he should give that a try.

Mike will go and talk to the land owner by the Gowan culvert and try to get the camera in the culvert sometime in September.

Ditch mower seems to be ok – he had done some work and the leaking in the mower has stopped.
Mike will look at doing some snow traps on 145th – doze the dirt so that the snow will blow across road instead of sitting on the road.
Attorney Robert Ruppe asked everyone but the board to leave for the Closed Session.
