Clearwater Township            Regular Board Meeting                UNAPPROVED
July 19, 2010
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, July 19, 2011 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, Clerk Jean Just.   

Visitors as signed in:  Ron & Debbie Schabel, Jim & Sharon Lee, Ken & Kari Voigt, Mike Zieska, Tom Niemal
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Regular Mtg. minutes of June 21, 2011, as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Sugar Lake Assoc & Mike Zieska - Sugar lake North Access - Tom Niemal from the Sugar Lake Association presented the board with information on why they are trying to get support to close the North Access of Sugar Lake- They presented reason on why they feel the access should be closed. With Tom was Mike Zieska from Wright County Soil & Water he indicated that they are in support of the closing and have money set aside to install vegetation/rain gardens for the access. The board brought up the concern for Winter fishing and getting on and off the lake and would like more information from the DNR and what the final plans would be - The board would also like time to go look at the two Public Access locations.  No decision was made at this time.

Mike Zieska also brought up the Culvert off Gowan Ave that was plugged this year.  It is under the Town Line Road which is shared with Silver Creek Township.  Mike informed the board that if something does happen to the culvert it would be very costly since it is  25-30ft deep.  The board would like to have this looked at once the water levels go down and want to keep this on the project list to take care of before there more of an issue.
Ken & Kari Voigt:  Request a temporary use permit to allow placement of a mobile home to live in for one year while permanent dwelling is being constructed.  They are on 40 acres @ 125th & Illsley, they are hoping to break ground this month and be done w/in 4 months - they will have the mobile home removed within one year.  Sobotta made motions to approve the temporary use permit allowing placement of a mobile home to live in for one year while permanent dwelling is being constructed, Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Mol excused himself from the board and Supervisor Nelson took over.
Dan & Stacy Mol:  Petition for a Conditional Use Permit for a Commercial Outdoor Recreation business to allow a seasonal country store for the sale of produce and also outdoor recreational activities to include woodland hayrides, a corn maze and other related outdoor activities.  Dan indicated that he had been doing pumpkins and the country store for several years, he is adding a parking area that will hold about 50-70 cars, and will have a port-a-potty on site.  It will only be open on weekends for a maximum of 8 weeks in the fall.  He does forecast more than 100 people at any one time.  Sobotta motioned to approve the conditional use permit for a "Commercial Outdoor Recreation" business as indicated, Nelson seconded the motion - after further discussion Sobotta amended the motioned to approve the conditional use permit for a "Commercial Outdoor Recreation" business with the opportunity to review in one year, Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Spring Clean Up Final Numbers:  Final numbers for 2011 Spring clean up - Total Expenses were $2714.10 - Income $1244.20 for a Net expense to the Township of $1469.90.
Wright County Point of Sale Ordinance:  New point of sale ordinance for Septic System Certification.  After review the board has no issues regarding the new ordinance.

Insurance Claim on Township Building:  The adjuster found only cosmetic and not structural damage to the town hall. This means the damage does not affect the structural integrity of the building.  The adjuster did not find any damage to the shed.  The township can opt to withdraw this claim or accept the ACV payment of $8980.40 for the damage.  If the township elects to accept the payment and the building is damaged in the future requiring replacement of the exterior, the $8980.40 will be deducted from any payments regardless of increased prices in materials or labor.  After discussion the board asked Supervisor Nelson to talk to the adjuster and get further clarification on what would happen if they do decide to take the $8980.40.   Will carry over to the August meeting to discuss further.
Update OAA Meeting June 28:  All board members and Jean Just attended the meeting to discuss Huber Ave with the City of Clearwater.  Chairman Mol indicated that we will get together again with the city once we have received a copy of the road specs and see if they are up to the township guidelines.  If we do need to have someone come in to find out the condition of the road it was suggested that we go to a neutral party like Braun Engineering and have 4-6 bores done. The cost is approx. $125 per hole.  At this time everything is on hold until we can get the information from the City.
Road Maintenance Report: Mike reported on the following:
· 2012 Gravel needs - Supervisor Nelson moved to authorize Mike Ludenia to get gravel quotes for 8,000 yards for 2012, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
· Sand/Salt - Mike asked if he should start getting Sand & Salt for winder months, the board authorized Mike to go ahead and fill up the shed with both so that we do not run short for the winter months.
· Trees down on 125th by Fred Schaefer:  Mike indicated that during the storm a few trees went down on 125th, he did push them into the ditch and wanted to know if we should take care of them or if we should contact the home owner.  The board felt we should contact Mr Schaefer to give him the chance to keep the wood if he wanted.  Clerk Just will draft a letter asking Mr. Schaefer if he would like to take care of the trees or if we should.
Review of Bills:  A Motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims covered by check #'s 8444-8465 EFTC708, f720, p720, and m712 in the amount of $16,981.34, including payroll.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
With no further business to come before the board, Sobotta moved to adjourn. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 9:05 pm.
