Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)
June 19, 2012
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, June 169, 2012 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor David Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the agenda, the Reg. meeting minutes of May15, 2012, Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Nelson moved to accept the report as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Paul Davis
Paul is requesting a variance for a portable shed that he has put up.  He was not aware that he needs a permit since it was portable.  Structure must me 10’ from the side lines, minimum lot size is 20,000 sq ft and expansion of non-conforming structure. Maximum impervious coverage of lot allowed is 25% - the storage building is 13x32 he is 9’ from the side property line and also expansion of an existing boathouse that is 8’ft from the property line – currently total impervious of coverage is 48.36%.  Paul indicated that he will be removing one of the sheds and changing driveway to add grass & irrigation to meet 25% impervious coverage.  Therefore the variance is for not meeting the 10’ from the side lines.  After discussion Sobotta made a motion to approve the variance as presented, Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Oralyn & Patricia Fisher
Oralyn & Patricia Fisher along with their attorney approached the board with a Petition for a Cartway to access landlocked property.  They along with Oralyn’s brother John have owned the property since 1968 and have always used the driveway that has been there.  They have tried to purchase the property from three different owners in the past.  MN DOT has restrictions as to where the driveway can be so there is no moving of the driveway, without the cartway they would have no access to the land that they own.   Sobotta made a motion to accept the petition as presented, Chairman Mol read the Resolution requiring a bond or other security on a cartway petition (resolution is attached), Nelson 2nd the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Report on Clean-UP Day 
Had a Great Day for the Clean-up, 85 people showed up with 45 Appliances, 78 tires, 69 electronics, 5T of scrap Metal, & 10.4T of garbage being collected.  Townships expenses $1176 the board would like to keep it in May next year and are looking at May 18th, 2013.  When going out for bids make sure it is laid out what is expected.

Road Maintenance Report- Mike Ludenia
Mike is going to start getting quotes for gravel for next year and wanted to know if we should stay with the 8,000 yards – the board agreed to get the quotes for 8,000 yards.  Annandale rock has some SA1 & SA2, Mike would like to get going on filling the salt shed w/ about 100-150 yards @ $4.00 yard, it will take about 5-6 loads with Mikes truck – board agreed that we should go ahead and get it.  Mike has been working on getting mowing tractor – Mies may have one by Thursday or Friday if they do not wanted to know if he should check with Arnolds in Kimball – Board indicated that if the price is not much different to go ahead and check with Arnolds.

There was a call regarding Fillmore & 160th street being rough & some wash out.  Both Mike & Dan went over to look at and determined that the integrity of the road was in great shape and only the corners were rough from where cars were cutting in too close – Chloride is doing its job and we will not grade at this time.  There was some wash out at the intersection, Mike has added some gravel and routed the water in a different direction to improve where the washout is occurring.  Mike has finished shouldering on Grover & Gowan and started on the corner on 140th street by flattening out the road and not grading the inside of the corner where people have been cutting.

Dave Nelson brought up the roof damage and indicated that they insurance estimate is for the entire roof not just the office are.  Dave wanted to make sure we are asking for the whole roof to be replaced.
Rose Thelen stopped in and updated on the Grant money for signs and that the money is only what they feel is necessary.  There are 23 candidates running for commissioner this year.
