Clearwater Township            Regular Board Meeting                UNAPPROVED
May 17, 2011
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 17, 2011 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the agenda, the Regular Mtg. minutes of April 19, 2011, and the Board of Review minutes of May 5, 2011 as presented. Supervisor Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Nelson moved to accept the report as presented. Sobotta  seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Dean Hoglund - variance for property ID#201-100-143400 - Dean Hoglund of Oak Realty representing the seller of property ID#204-100-143400 - Property Owner: Carland, Location: SE 1/4 of SW 1/4, Section 14, Township 122, Range 27, Wright County, MN (Clearwater Twp).  Requesting a variance of Section 604.6(4)(c) (3) of the Wright county Zoning Ordinance to allow division of the 40 acres in half with the east half to include the residential building entitlement and the balance (west half) to be restricted land and purchased by the applicant who has land that adjoins to the west.   Dean presented plat information indicating which property they are looking at splitting, property is currently zoned Agricultural/Residential.  Nelson moved to allow the variance as presented Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Daren Lang property ID#204-137-000190 township road:  Daren indicated that the county had requested a survey be completed when he split the 10 lots along Sugar Lake, in doing so they took the 2.46 acres of Hart Ave. and created a new PID# and put it in Daren's name.  Hart Ave. has always been a Township Road and would like to have a Quitclaim deed completed to have this turned back over to the Township.  Board requested Clerk Just work on getting a quitclaim deed completed and have Mr. Lang sign and present to the county.
Dan Jacobs - Conditional Use permit:  Petition for a Conditional Use Permit to move-in a dwelling as regulated in Section 718 of the Wright county Zoning Ordinance. Structure to be attached to the existing house on the property. Location: 8990 140th Street NW - TAX ID#204-100-223200.  Dan indicated that he has 40 acres with one entitlement and would like to move a house on to the property. Supervisor Nelson motioned to allow the conditional use permit as presented Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Spring Clean-up June 11th, 2011:  Updated board that everything was set for the June 11th, clean up day.  Bruce has someone that will come and take all the Electronics, therefore, no longer needing Central appliance.  Jim Lee will provide the scale to weigh the electronics.  Workers should be at the Township hall by 7:00 am. 
Summer Short Course:  after reviewing the information that will be presented it was determined that no one will be attending.

Annexation of properties on paved portion of Huber Ave:  City of Clearwater would like to look at the annexation of the properties that abut to the paved portion of Huber Ave in their Cedar South Development.  Township board would like to have a meeting to review and discuss the options.  Clerk Just to contact the city to see if a meeting date of June 28th, 2011 would work.

Legal Seminar June 16, 2011:  Dave Jean & Bruce plan to attend.
Road Review Update: update indicated that most roads are in good condition - minutes are posted.
Road Maintenance Report: Mike reported on the following:
· Swamp on Huber near Sonsteby's, that the ditch in-slopes are breaking off - board indicated that Mike should get soil & water involved to see what we can and can not do to take care of the problem.

· Bridge on 140th - fabric is showing and rocks are being thrown in the river, Mike indicated the  solution would be to have the rocks cemented in, board asked Mike to get a price.
· Gravel Update - Mike indicated that the gravel is down and that he would start with Chloride at the end of the week - asked if we could get an additional 1000 yards to put on 145th, 150th  and a few other locations as indicated on the Road Review.  Mike also asked if he should clean out the ditch & culvert on 150th street as indicted on Road Review. Supervisor Nelson made a motion to order a 1000 yards of gravel to be used at the discretion of the Mike Ludenia and to go ahead and clean out ditch & culvert on 150th street. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
· Mike indicated that the John Deere Lawn Mower is getting worn out and wanted to know that if the hydraulic goes do we want to stick money into it?  Board agreed that we should run it until the point that money needs to be spent and will keep in mind that at some point we may need to get a new one. - Mike is to get a price on filling cracks in the black top. Mike should also get a price to fix the low spot on 150th.  Mike let the board know that there have been a few areas that residence are taking gravel from the township road and using it for personal use. Board recommended that Clerk Just create a letter to send out to those residences. 

Review of Bills:  A Motion was made by Supervisor Sobotta and seconded by Nelson to pay claims covered by check #'s 8409-8423 EFT517f and 517p in the amount of $7,264.73, including payroll.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
With no further business to come before the board, Sobotta moved to adjourn. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 8:52 pm.
