Regular Board Meeting         (UnApproved)
November 10, 2014
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Monday November 10, 2014 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor/Vice Chair Dave Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.   

Visitors as signed in: 
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda and the reg. meeting minutes of October 20, 2014 as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 6, 2014 special meeting as presented. Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Mol seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Illsley Ave proposal for Construction plans from Hakanson Anderson carried over from the September & October Meeting
Board discussed the report and quote presented from Hakanson Anderson.  Mol indicated that there has been more traffic along that road with 4-5 new homes built along 125th and on Illsley along with the safety issue of the intersection and accident on the one corner with little to no visibility.  Sobotta indicated that he is concerned about the safety on that intersection and wish that we could straighten out the road, however, DNR will only allow for us to stay within our right of way.  There are several safety issues that need to be addressed.  The intersection is also very wide and causes issues with grading and plowing of the road.  Nelson did not see any issues with the proposal, however, wanted to discuss other roads that may be in need of upgrading or redone.  The board discussed 150th Street, however, it has been previously discussed with the owners along 150th street and they were not in favor of upgrading the road.  Without the support of the property owners it would be a difficult project to complete.
Mol made a motion to accept the proposal from Hakanson Anderson to move forward with the construction plans of Illsley Ave.  Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Greer Ave – regarding erosion and flooding issues
Soil and water were out to look at erosion issues on Greer Ave.  Mike reviewed the concerns with Dan Nadeau.  A few of the culverts have some build up on the ends, however, it is not all the way through, Mike will get the ends of the culverts cleaned out.  Will need to clean out some of the ditch and remove some trees along with creating a berm to make sure the water flows through the culverts.  Another possibility may be to add another culvert.  Mike will do the work in the spring.

Dahlberg Kennel – Received letter from Wright County regarding a noise complaint on this kennel.  Wright County will continue to follow up on this CUP.


Marge Hammerschmidt Lot Line Adjustment – This issue came before the board of Adjustments before our regular meeting.  The township had reviewed this issues back in 2011 and agreed that adjustments needed to be made in order to not have the driveway for the home to the west come through the other persons property.  The only stipulation that Mol asked for at the board of adjustment meeting is that they become one Tax Id# to avoid confusion in the future.

Donald Becchitti rezoning request - Mr. Becchitti is petitioning to rezone from AG General Agricultural and S-2 Residential-Recreational Shorelands to A/R Agricultural-Residential and S-2 to allow one residence on the restricted 35-acre parcel.  Board discussed that the restriction was put on the property when they divided the property years back and that when it was sold it would have been sold with no building entitlement.  However, it is in the Comprehensive plan for Future Land Use to become A/R.  Nelson Made a recommendation to approve the rezoning with one building entitlement based on the property is in our Comprehensive Plan to be zoned A/R. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
