Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Nelson moved to accept the report as presented. Mol seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Fire Contract for 2013, 2014, 2015
Board reviewed Fire Contract for 2013-2015.  City proposing the same formula as set the prior 3 years after a brief discussion Nelson motioned to accept the Fire contract as written. Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Report on Orderly Annexation Meeting 
Supervisor Sobotta & Chairman Mol attended the meeting with the City of Clearwater to review the contract. The contract will remain the same with a few changes.  One change is change the schedule for payment from 10years to 5years.  Nelson would like more time to review and go over all the changes.  Nelson moved to table the discussion until the December Meeting to allow for more time to review. Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Joint Road Maintenance Agreement - Huber Ave   
Board reviewed the Maintenance Agreement received from the City of Clearwater, after brief discussion the board feels that the cost of upgrade's to Huber should not be at a 50/50 split since 95% of the usage is city residence. Also, if the Township is going to take any responsibility we need to know what the specs of the road are.  Mike Ludenia is getting a quote on the cost to do soil boring from Braun Intertec.  Board would like to set up a meeting with the City of Clearwater to discuss the Joint Road Maintenance Agreement on December 14th @ 7pm.
Update of Insurance Claim

Supervisor Nelson reported that if we do not replace the roof there is a chance that another insurance carrier will not cover the building the future due to existing damage, he indicated that they are forcing us to replace it.  After discussion supervisor Nelson made a motion to replace the damaged roof that was caused by Hail and move forward getting quotes, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Report on Sign Retro-Reflectivity Program
Chairman Mol attended the meeting and received the Agreement for Town road Signing project explaining the roles and responsibilities of the County & Township.  Engineers will be hired to go out and assess our signs and give us a report of which signs should stay and what signs are not necessary. The Board officials will then ride with the engineers and review the report.  What is adopted must be maintained and if any changes are made in the futures they must be documented as to why those changes were made.  We must adopt a policy & procedures to support our sign maintenance program. New Breakaway posts & meets the retro-reflectivity requirements.  Nelson motioned to accept the MN Pilot Sign Project Wright County/Township Agreement for Town road signing Project as written. Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
