Organizational Meeting

The board set the organizational meeting for Tuesday December 17th, 7:00pm at the Township Hall.
Joint Compost Site/ Brush disposal area with City of Clearwater & Lynden Township
Meeting was held on October 22, 2013 at the City of Clearwater Dan Mol & Jean Just were present.  Discussed properties currently located within the OAA.  Ergen property located on the north side of 94, between County Road 75 and I94, southeast of the City limits is requesting a rezoning and conditional use permit before the Joint Planning board on Monday, October 28, but not seeking to be annexed into the City of Clearwater at this time.  The other potential property where a petition may be coming is the property south of I94, which currently abuts City property.  Discussed the potential collaboration of a compost site. Discussed concerns regarding the amount of debris that can accumulate, and other materials that are disposed of, even when not allowed. At this time, the Township is not interested in pursuing this service. The township did indicate that they were made aware of a service offered by Burnham Tree Service that may be a potential resource for the chipping trees at no charge, and would take the chips.  Addressed the potential satellite fire station in Clearwater Township. Chairman Mol stated that the Township is supportive of this, even if Lynden Township is not interested. Mol stressed that the safety and welfare of their residents is important.  Briefly discussed alternative ways of covering costs for this project.
Correspondence - Updates
Received Township Response Form for CUP of Dan Gerads & Lynne Crandall to allow for office, dispatch and storage of trucks used for proposed transport business located on County Road 75 just east of the City limits.  Sobotta made a motion to approve CUP. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.   
Road Maintenance Report-   

Put new clutch in Truck and DOT. Mixed Salt and Sand (about 200 yards) keep grading until freeze up, put wing & sander on truck after freeze up and start cutting brush again.  Mol indicated that he has talked to Mike regarding the safety issues around 125th & Illsley and having Mike start working with the DNR regarding doing some corrections to the “Y” intersection and sharp curve on Illsley.
Review of Bills: A motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims

covered by checks #9002-9013 and  eft 1119f, eft1119p, eft1111.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
