Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)
October 18, 2011
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, October 18, 2011 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda and the Regular Mtg. minutes of September 20, 2011 as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Marge Hammerschmidt - Variance for change in lot lines
The board reviewed the lot line changes as requested. Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the joining of PID #204100104301 & 204100103408, Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion - after further discussion Supervisor Sobotta motioned to amend the motion as follow's: Approve the joining of PID#204100104301 & 204100103408 along with Separating PID#204100103402 from PID#204100104301 and Separating PID#204100103401 from PID#204100103408, Supervisor Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  Documentation will be sent to Wright County Planning & Zoning.
Orderly Annexation 
Supervisor Sobotta reported that they received a copy of the proposed changes and will make sure that all changes that were indicated are made on the new copy.  Supervisor Sobotta & Chairman Moll indicated we should go ahead and set up a meeting with the City for November 8th @ 7pm.
Wright County Township Officers Association Quarterly Meeting   Was held on Thursday, October 6, 2011 at 7:30 p.m. at Silver Creek Township.  Topic of discussion was the signing program, 1st meeting to be held on October 19th, 2011.  They are requesting that 2 members of the board attend the meetings.  Supervisor Nelson and Chairman Dan Mol will attend.  Clearwater Township will host the January 5th, 2012 Quarterly Meeting.
Update of Insurance Claim

Supervisor Nelson reported that if we do not replace the roof there is a chance that another insurance carrier will not cover the building the future due to existing damage, he indicated that they are forcing us to replace it.  After discussion supervisor Nelson made a motion to replace the damaged roof that was caused by Hail and move forward getting quotes, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Mailbox violations in the Township
Township received a notice of mailboxes being in violation of the Min Stat. 169.072 and Min. Rules 8818.  After discussion and review of information from the Township Attorney Supervisor Nelson motioned that the township adopts a policy for all mailbox issues as follows:  Clearwater Township will enforce mailbox violations when they pose extraordinary hazard to the public or interfere with the maintenance of the road. Chairman Mol seconded the motion, supervisor Sobotta abstained - Motion carried.  
Complaint of unlicensed vehicle on property - 13950 Jarvis Ave
Supervisor Sobotta drove by the property and indicated that there are a few vehicles set on the back of the property however could not tell if they are licensed or not.  After discussion the board feels that since we do not handle the planning and zoning for the township and the county has the authority that the person the initiated the complaint should go to the county.

· Soil & Water is sending out reimbursement for herbicide costs applied to wild parsnip- Township has not had any cost involved.
· Notice was sent to the Township regarding a Potentially Dangerous Dog on Jarvis Ave

· Letter was received from John Pazik regarding information on the letter sent to residence on the stealing of gravel & the sheriff's report that was made on Hendricks.  After consulting the Township Attorney information was sent to Mr. Pazik as requested.
Road Maintenance Report- Mike Ludenia
·     The turn-around on Greer was done (gravel hauled), just has to remove a few stumps.  
·     The trees on Gowen have been cut and the culvert is cleaned out

·     Fred  Schafer did remove the trees along 125th Ave.
·     Pump on Sander is leaking - Mike has called Catco and they indicated that he should bring it up and they will take a look at, guessing cost will be between $400 - $1000, a new 9" pump would be about $4800.  Board indicated that we should look at getting fixed if around the $1000 or under if it gets to be more Mike should let the Board know.
·      Johnson Materials was not going to honor contracted price, however, they have agreed to do so.  At this time the Crusher is not at the pit and should be by November 1st.  If by November 1st it is not there we will have to address it with them.
