Clearwater Township 

Regular Board Meeting     
February 16, 2010
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, February 16, 2010 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.   

Visitors: Jim Lee
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Mol made a motion to approve the consent agenda and the minutes of Organizational Mtg. & Regular Mtg. minutes of January 19, 2010 as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Mol seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Chris Behm

Mr. Behm sent several e-mails to the township supervisors and the clerk in regard to the snow plowing on Greer Ave.  The board invited Mr. Behm to attend the meeting and discuss his concerns about how the snow was being plowed on Greer Ave.  Mr. Behm did not attend the meeting.  The board made a recommendation to the township road supervisor, Mike Ludenia that he not change the way he has been plowing snow on Greer Ave but continue to plow the width of the township right of way.
Township Sign Inventory and Replacement Program
A letter was received from Wayne Fingalson, Wright County Engineer which stated that the townships of Wright and Stevens counties had been selected again as the next candidates to be a part of the Township Sign Inventory and Replacement Program. Supervisors had approved in 2007 to participate in the program but the funding was withdrawn.  All townships in the county must be willing to participate and certify in writing to the County a commitment to participate in the local cost share of the program.  The board briefly discussed the proposed replacement program and Dan Mol moved that Clearwater Township is willing to participate in the Township Sign Inventory and Replacement Program. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Election Assistance for Individuals with Disabilities (EAID) Grant Program
Clerk Sharon Lee presented information in regard to obtaining funds to pay for automatic door openers to make the polling place more accessible to individuals with disabilities. The grant would be large enough to cover the vast majority of the cost associated with purchasing  and installing a typical automatic door.
The board gave approval by resolution for the clerk to apply for the Election Assistance for Individuals with Disabilities  (EAID) Grant Program. Clerk Lee will get 2 quotes and do necessary paper work and submit application for the automatic door openers.
Public Hearing on March 11, 2010- Amendment to Wright County Zoning Ordinance: Sewage Disposal Standards:

Wright County Planning & Zoning requested input from the township on the amendments to the Sewage Disposal ordinance. The board decided not to submit any comments for the Public Hearing.
Five Year Highway Improvement Plan 2010-2014
Information was presented to the board for Five Year Highway Capital Improvement Plan that was approved by the Wright County Board on January 12, 2010.

Annual Trip to the Capitol
Township Officers Annual Meeting to the Capitol will be on Thursday, March 25, 2010 at the State Office Building in St. Paul.
Gravel Hauling Quotes
The quotes were opened for 10,000 cu yards (5,000 cu yards from Johnson Pit and 5,000 cu yards from Annandale Rock Products pit) of gravel hauling and spreading.   Quotes were received from T & S Trucking, ($2.81 and $3.81); Scepaniak, Inc ($2.71 and $3.48); Bjorklund, ($2.19 and $3.27) and Minnesota Hot Mix, ($2.43 & $3.64).
Sobotta moved to award the gravel hauling quote of $2.19 from Johnson Pit, $3.27 from Annandale Rock Pit to Bjorklund Trucking of Isanti.  Total cost:  $27,300.00. Mol seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Quote for Dust Control
The board approved a quote from Dustcoating, Inc. Savage. Mn for 50,000 gallons of magnesium

chloride at .75 cent per gallon.  Total cost: $37,500.00
Payment of Claims:  Claims covered by Check Numbers: 8052-8062, Payroll Checks 8048-8051, and PERA & CC for the total amount of $ 14,613.22 were approved for payment.    

With no further business to come before the board, Mol moved to adjourn. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 9:20 pm.
