Regular Board Meeting     
December 15, 2009                                                                               
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman David Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, December 15, 2009 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig and Clerk Sharon Lee.   

Visitors: Clara & Carlos Lopez, Thomas Lopez, Linda Wente, Rose Thelen
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Mol made a motion to approve the consent agenda and the minutes of regular mtg. on November 17 as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Mol seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Public Comment: Carlos Lopez presented information to the board that he plans to file a Quiet Title Action to acquire approximately 400 feet of Woodlawn Drive in Fish Lake Shores.  The plat dedicates the right-of way to the public, which means Clearwater Township. The road has not been claimed or used by the township as a public right-of-way.  The property was abandoned when I94 was built.  Mr. Lopez goal is to acquire the right-of-way approximately 66 feet in width, north to south, by 400 feet east to west.
A motion was made by Nelson that Clearwater Township will not contest the claim by Mr. Lopez to acquire the 400 feet of Woodlawn Drive in Fish Lake Shores (legal description on file in clerk's office). Clearwater Twp has no intention of adopting or approving the property as a township road. Motion seconded by Mol.  Motion carried 3-0.

Linda Wente approached the board with a request for an extension for the removal of trailer house on her property. Wright County had issued a building permit to move in a garage and stated that the trailer house must be removed by November 1, 2009.  Wright County Planning & Zoning stated that they would be willing give an extension until June 1, 2010.  

The board stated they don't feel that the township has much to say about the extension but they didn't oppose giving Wente until June 1, 2010 to remove the trailer house, but would like to have a large "For Sale" sign placed on the trailer.  The board stated that the trailer house should be sold or removed by a salvage company by June 1, 2010.
Discussed meeting with the City of Clearwater to discuss OAA on January 26 or February 6th. Clerk will contact Gary Philips and Kris Crandell to set up a meeting.

The board briefly discussed making an agreement on the maintenance of "town line road", the north end of Huber Ave with the City of Clearwater.  The Clerk will contact Jennifer Wothe, City Administrator to set up a date to meet with the City Council to discuss a formal agreement.
Clearwater Township Board approved the appointment of Carol Halvorson for another 3 year term to the Joint Planning Board.

Clerk Lee presented information on the Election Equipment Maintenance Plan for the M-100.

Silver Maintenance Agreement on M-100 is $135.00, plus Firmware Agreement is $30.00 per year.
Total: $165.00 per year for four years.  Gold Maintenance Agreement:  $195.00 per year for four years.  Sobotta moved to approve the Silver Maintenance Agreement, motion seconded by Mol.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mol moved to transfer $12,000 from the Road & Bridge Fund to the Building /Equipment Fund. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Mol moved to transfer $8,706.00 per month from the Road & Bridge Fund to the Building/Equipment Fund to cover the new grader payment in November 2010. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Mol moved to transfer $351.40 from the Road & Bridge Fund to the Fire Protection Fund. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote

Organizational and Regular Meeting will be on January 19, 2010 at 7:00 pm.
