February 10, 2014
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday February 10, 2014 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor David Nelson, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda and the reg. meeting minutes of January 13, 2014. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Open Quotes for Gravel Hauling
Quotes were opened from Bjorklund & Mid MN Hot Mix for approximately 10,000 cubic yards of township owned material to be hauled from Annandale Rock Products pit.  Hauling distance to range from 5-15 miles and at least 5 belly dumps to be used.  Hauling to be done between May 15 – June 15, 2014.
Bjorklund - $4.38 per yard for Class 1 Gravel delivered on road


Mid MN Hot Mix - $4.43 per yard for Class 1 Gravel delivered on road 

Sobotta made a motion to accept the quote from Bjorklund Companies for the hauling of approximately 10,000 cubic yards of gravel at $4.38 per yard.  Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Open Quotes for Calcium/Magnesium Chloride
Quotes were opened from Envirotech and Central Minnesota Dust Control to haul and apply approximately 54,000 gallons of Calcium or Magnesium Chloride on the township roads. 

Envirotech - $ 0.97 per gallon for Calcium Chloride

Central MN Dust Control -  $ 0.85 for 30% Liquid Magnesium Chloride 

        $ 0.89 for 33% Liquid Magnesium Chloride

After discussion by the board and Maintenance Supervisor Nelson made a motion to apply approximately 54,000 gallons  or 30% liquid Magnesium Chloride at $0.85 per gallon with Central MN Dust Control. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Jacobson – CUP for Dog Kennel Annual Review
The board reviewed the information received from Wright County regarding the current CUP for a dog kennel located at 13413 Ireland Ave NW.  Chairman Mol indicated that they are in the process of selling the property and that after doing the site visit he felt that we continue with the current CUP and review again in one year. Sobotta made a motion to recommend to Wright County Board of Adjustments that the CUP continue with a review by the township in one year.  Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Ludenia indicated that that he has talked to the DNR regarding the work on Illsley and they would like to wait until the snow goes down to do a review.  If we stay within the road right-of-way they can be more flexible.  If we decide to go outside of that it will be more costly.  Township concerns are the sharp corners and visibility at the “Y” along with getting in slopes.   Will explore staying with in the right of way to begin with but may have to expand.
Chip Seal – should we get bits for Gowan & Bridge?  Yes go ahead and get a bid.

Silver Creek Township is selling Carbide cutting edges & Sand Vigs for $2800.00 that is about ½ price and they will fit on our equipment, do we want to purchase them?  Sobotta made a motion to purchase the cutting edges and sand vigs for $2800 from Silver Creek Township. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
Mailbox Policy – Clerk Just presented the board with the mail box support policy that was put into place in 2009 indicating that mailboxes will only be repaired or replaced if the mailbox supports meet the townships standards and are damaged when actually hit by the snowplowing equipment.  Will be putting the policy on the website and in the Newsletter that will be going out this month.
