 Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)


 February 19, 2013
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, February 19, 2013 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor David Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Special Meeting February 5, 2013 & Reg. meeting minutes of January 15, 2013 Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Open Quotes for Gravel Hauling
Open Gravel Hauling Quotes from Mid Minnesota Hot Mix and Bjorklund Companies Hauling approximately 8000 Cubic Yards from the Annandale Rock Products pit.  Hauling distance to range from 5 to 15 mils and at least 5 belly dumps:

Bjorklund Companies:   $4.48 per Cubic Yard

Mid Minnesota Hot Mix: $4.28 per Cubic Yard

Both companies have hauled for the township before and both do a good job.  Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to have Mid MN Hot Mix do the gravel hauling for 2013 at a price of $4.28 per Cubic Yard. Nelson seconded the motion. John Notsch asked where each company was from – Bjorklund from Isanti and Mid Minnesota from Annandale.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Open Quotes for Calcium Chloride
Received one quote for Calcium Chloride from Envirotech.  

Magnesium Chloride at .83 per gallon at application rate of .30 gals sq yd, 

Calcium Chloride at .90 per gallon at application rate of .27 gals sq yard

Mike indicated that the Calcium Chloride is a better product and will end up costing less since it goes further.

Supervisor Nelson made a motion to have Envirotech apply 49,000 gallons of Calcium Chloride at .90 per gallon for 2013. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Chairman Mol stated that at the budget meeting it was discussed and approved to apply up to $65,000 worth of Calcium Chloride in 2013 to allow for more coverage on the township roads.  Nelson amended the motion to have Envirortech apply up to 72,000 gal. of Calcium Chloride at .90 per gallon for 2013.

Jacobson – CUP for Dog Kennel (13413 Ireland Ave NW)
Jacobson stated they currently have 7 dogs and do not plan on going over 8.  They are not boarding dogs and they are all family dogs at this time. They do Breed one or 2 of them and sell the puppies.  All the dogs are in the house in kennels at night.  There are doors that allow them to come in an out during the day and they are fenced in when they are outside.  They have had one complaint for barking dogs and have worked to make sure that is no longer an issue.  They live on 13 acres on Ireland Avenue and currently have chickens and horses along with their dogs.  They have worked with the county on the issues with the feed lots ect.  Everything has been taken care of or will be as soon as the weather permits.   Jacobson stated that this is really just a hobby and they need the permit due to the fact that they have more than 4 dogs.

Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to allow the CUP for a Dog Kennel of up to 8 dogs as long as everything was taken care of with Planning and Zoning.  Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Peterson – Approval of Cluster from 3 to 4 lots (PID#204-100-151100, 151200, 151300 (hwy 24 & 104)
Currently has 200 acre piece of property with 3 areas that are not arrogated that they would like to break off and put building entitlements on those 3 parcels.  Supervisor Nelson indicated that he had thought they had already taken the building entitlements when the site was broken off before.  County has indicated that the building entitlements are on the property and they have enough acres to have 3 entitlements.  If the entitlements are there is no reason to deny request.
Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to allow a transfer of a 1 per 40 residential entitlements for a new lot that will result in a cluster in the northeast corner of the farm as long as Wright County Planning and Zoning indicates there are enough entitlements on the property. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Deron Trovall - Brewery

Deron is looking at the possibility of opening a microbrewery on Cty Rd 75 near Tri County Lumber.  They are still about 6 months away from getting all the Federal & State requirements.  The property is already zoned Commercial.  They are still working out all the details and just wanted to let the board know what they are thinking about and see if there are any issues or concerns from the board.  The board indicated they did not see any issues on the township side, indicating that once they are further along in the process they will have to meet with the Joint Planning board.

Update on Dahlberg Dog Kennel

County has approved the Dahlberg Kennel off 140th street.  There are some building updates that need to be completed and the Township will have to do a site visit in one year.

Tree at Nixon Lake Landing & Linda Wente Property

Dan went out to the property and there is a large Oak that has split down the center of the tree.  Linda Wente has talked to Wright Hennepin elec. And since there is a power line near the tree they are willing to work with the township to take the tree down.  Mike will contact Wright Hennepin to see when they can get together to take the tree down.
