The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, January 15, 2013 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Special Meeting & Reg. meeting minutes of December 18, 2012, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig Introduced the new Deputy Treasurer, Kari Mavencamp to the board.  Kristin Helwig then read the Treasurer’s report. Nelson moved to accept the report as presented. Sobotta seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Spring Clean-up day
Spring Clean-up is set for Saturday May 18th from 8-12, Clerk Just will start to get bids for garbage and recycling.  When going out for bids we need to make sure that we specify what we are expecting from the vender.
Scott Miller – Conditional Use Permit & RE Zoning of property
Scott Miller approached the board to request a Conditional use permit to move-in dwelling on the property located on 150th St NW.  Dwelling is already on the site. Miller is also asking that the 55 acre property be rezoned from General Agricultural to Agricultural Residential and a Conditional Use Permit to allow a four-lot residential subdivision.  The Lots will consist of 3-11 acre lots and 1-22 acre lot.  Chairman Mol indicated that we first need to address the permit for moving in the home, Miller indicated that the foundation is already constructed and permits and inspections have been done.  The board indicted that with each lot if it is divided septic site plans would have to be done for each lot.  Chairman Mol asked if Miller would consider doing a PUD – Miller was told by the County that it was not necessary, when he talked with Sean & Stacy at the County Planning and Zoning, they thought it was laid out just fine.  Mol indicated that with a PUD he could have more building entitlements – Miller indicated that he would like to keep the lots with more acreage.  Mol indicated that with the smaller lots of PUD he would preserve the wildlife and woods – if sold as larger properties the owner can cut down the trees.  Miller indicated again that County did not feel that was necessary and thought that it would conform to the area better to only have 4 large lots.
Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the Conditional use permit to move in the dwelling on the foundation with a completion date of July 15th, 2013.  Sobotta seconded the Motion. With no other comments that motion was carried by a unanimous vote.

Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the rezoning from General Agricultural to Agricultural Residential since it complies with the Land Use Plan. Nelson 2nd the motion, Chairman Mol asked that Miller consult with Mike our Maintenance Supervisor regarding the placement of the driveways. After no other comments the motion was carried by a unanimous vote.
