Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)
July 17, 2012
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, July 17, 2012 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor David Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Reg. meeting minutes of June 19, 2012, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:

Ron Schabel asked the board if they were in a land dispute and when the board made a motion to spend money on an attorney regarding that dispute.  Chairman Mol stated that at the budget meeting each year money is set aside for attorney’s fees and it is up to the board on when those funds should be used.  In the meeting on May 15th it was stated that a letter was received and that it was turned over to our attorney for review and response.
Cassie & Bruce Kenning / Dean Hogland
Request to rezone part of existing parcel, approximately 55 acres from AG General Agricultural to A/R Agricultural – Residential and a conditional use permit for a three-lot residential subdivision (approx.. size of proposed lots to be one 25 acre & two 15 acre lot).  The request complies with the Land Use Plan designation for “Rural Residential” Kenning also asked who they should talk to about a driveway and it was noted that they should contact the township before putting one in to make sure it does not need a culvert.  Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the rezoning from General Agricultural to Agricultural-Residential and approve the conditional use permit for a three lot residential subdivision. Question was asked as to what road the driveways would be on – they will be on 145th Ave, Chairman Mol 2nd the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Chairman Mol removed himself from the board, Supervisor Nelson took over.

Dan & Stacy Mol – Conditional Use Permit Review
Received notice from the County that the township needed to review the existing permit for the Commercial Outdoor Recreation business.  With no issues being presented Supervisor Sobotta made a motion approving the continuation of the CUP, Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 
Update on Signage Ride along
Dave Nelson went on a ride along with the Anderson Passe Association regarding the sign report.  There are some signs that may need to be removed due to State regulation.  He indicated that we should add some No outlet signs and remove dead end signs.  We have some signs that we have going one direction, however, not from the other direction, we need to either remove the one sign or add the other one.  Some brush needs to be cut by some signs so that they can be seen from further away.

18 candidates spoke at the Qtly Meeting
Phase II is starting for the sign project – they will be getting reports and taking bids to update the signs. – Townships will have to annual reports to send to the state to certify they are inspected if standards are not met they will be charged back to the townships.  Phase II needs to be reviewed signed and sent to the county.  Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to accept the Phase II signage agreement, Nelson seconded the motion. Motion Carried by a unanimous vote.

Fire Department – Update

Dave went to the City of Clearwater Budget meeting for the Fire Department – they again talked about the satellite station.  If it is at the Clearwater Township Hall, we would be responsible for paying for it and the City of Clearwater would lease it.  They are looking at getting information on savings for homeowners.  It would open up opportunities for additional firefighters – John Notch mentioned that it may not make a difference on insurance for homeowners, Supervisor Nelson also indicated that every insurance company is different and that a savings on insurance and not be relied upon.  The value to the home owners will be faster service.  The City of Clearwater is going to get some numbers put together and check with DNR regarding getting some help from them.

Road Maintenance Report- Mike Ludenia
Mike did hall the sand for winter and put it in the shed.  
Mike has checked the culvert on Gowan, still needs the water to go down before we camera

Ditch mower has a leak and is not sure where it is coming from, he will wash everything up, refill &U see if he can find it – he will run for the final cut and report at next meeting as to what he finds out.  Board also asked him to talk to Arnolds regarding cost to fix.
Mike asked if he should go ahead with more chloride – board indicated that he should go ahead with it if it rains.  150th is getting very rough and will need gravel next year – talked about seeing if Mike can get a counter to see how much traffic is on 150th.
Road mowing went good – in spring Newsletter we should talk about Thistle.
