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Regular Board Meeting         (Unapproved)
June 18, 2013
The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, June 18, 2013 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Chairman Dan Mol, Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor Dave Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.   
Visitors as signed in: John Notsch, Ron Schabel, Debbie Schabel, Jim Lee, Sharon Lee, Rita Betzler, Elaine Paumen, Bill Lee.
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, reg. meeting minutes of May 21, 2013. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Guest/Public Comment:   John Notch approached the board to let them know that he is looking at building a shed on his parcel behind his home.  It is a 1.5 acre lot and will meet all of the setbacks, therefore, he will not need a variance.  Just wanted to let the board know what he would be doing.
Grover & 150th road project -update
Mol stated that the board is taking into consideration what the citizens had to say at the last meeting and do additional work on 150th from Grover to Ferman.   We will be putting on more gravel to lift the road another 8” or so, Annandale Rock Products has agreed to hold the price that they had quoted for the initial gravel that we already received.  We are looking at an additional 2500-3000 yards of gravel along that stretch and will try to get it done within the next few weeks.  We did look at the 90 degree turn on Grover and it seems to be speed, there are 90 degree curve signs coming from both directions that should indicate to people to slow down.  If we bank the corner they will just drive faster, therefore, at this time we are going to leave that corner the way it is.   
Nelson made a motion to approve 8-12” of gravel be applied to 150th St between Grover & Ferman at approximately 3000 yds. of gravel that will be hauled from Annandale Rock Products at the same price quoted this spring.  Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Road Review -update
The board went on its road review on June 12, 2103 and the following recommendations were made:  

· Build up 150th between Ferman & Grover adding additional gravel, packing & chloride

· Add crushed blacktop on Greer at top of turn around to stop the gravel that is running down the hill

· Work on corners along Fillmore to build up and bring back to where they should be
· Cut Brush/trees along the following: 148th & Huber, Nixon Lake Access, Huber between Nixon Lake Access & Sonsteby, Grover just before 145th, limbs & Grover by Mark Dunderi’s, Grover by Dohrman’s, Grover by Anderson’s and along 150th,  155th by Diehns, 160th & Fillmore 

Sharon Lee asked if when we brush cut are we going to complete one whole road or just piecing.  Sobotta indicated that we are going to get these bad area’s done first and looking at getting a brush cutter for either this fall or next spring.
Nixon Lake Access
Mol stated that he has talked to the Sheriff and he has had contact with some of the people that we had the issues with and he feels that it has been taken care of.  We discussed garbage and if you put a can down there it tends to attract more garage.  Therefore, we will have Mike pick up garbage on Mondays and Jim will mow and pick up garbage on either Thursday or Friday.  Mike will also be trimming the tree’s along the road into the access.   Rita Betzler stated that she has been here all her life and thinks it would be a crime to close the access.  It is a great place for family and kids to go for recreation and a lot of the citizens still use the access.  Eric Leander (wright County Deputy) indicated that it is hard to enforce with no signage and no ordinances. He suggested that we develop some type of ordinance and times when the access is open.  He has asked the deputy’s in the area make a routine stop.  He will have someone from his office give clerk Just a call and send her information as to what is done at some of the other public access locations.  Mol indicated that we will work on the ordinance and getting a sign to post the rules of the access and continue to monitor the situation.
Commercial Tourism Ordinance Amendments 
Mol gave an update on the new wording Planning and Zoning came up with. It was felt that the existing criteria for granting conditional use permits and codes were adequate to handle much of what needs to be reviewed for this type of facility and those other issues should be addressed on a case by case basis and not spelled out in the amendment.  As a result they simply came up with a definition that focuses on the actual use and where it takes place with the new definition termed as Commercial Agricultural Tourism.  The Board felt the new working was good and had no concerns.
Public Access From Jenkins to Ron Thomas Property #204-100-21130
Clerk Just presented the information that was sent from Sean Riley and Wright County Planning and Zoning indicating that if the Township was in agreement the 33ft of public access would grant access to the Ron Thomas property giving him one building entitlement.  The board agreed that the 33ft was indeed public access, therefore giving Mr. Thomas his one entitlement, if in the future the land was to ever be developed they would have to bring the road to the township specifications.  Clerk Just will let Sean Riley and Ron Thomas know.

· New Signs update – Clearwater is the first township to get their new signs beginning on July 8th.  Mike will be in charge of making sure they are installing the correct signs and monitoring what will be completed each day.  We will have an inventory control system so that we can monitor when they are installed and if replacement signs are needed down the road we can update the information.
Road Maintenance Report-   

7,578 yards of Gravel has been hauled and 17 Gal. of Chloride – the rest will be put down the week of June 24th.  RDO has a used 2010 Packer that they are selling the cost is approximately $25,000, Mol, Sobotta, & Mike have all went and looked at it.  It is real good shape and they will let us test it for 1 month without doing a lease.  At that time if we like it we can buy it or they will come back and get it.  The packer is one that will pull behind the Grader as Mike grades.  We will try it when we put the gravel down on 150th street to see how it does.   Mike will begin to mow the road ditches and try to get them done by the 4th of July.  
Corinna Township has a  2004 Chevy Silverado truck they are selling for $20,000 and will be ready for purchase the end of June or beginning of July.  Sobotta made a motion to purchase a 2004 Chevy Silverado from Corinna Township for the price of $20,000.  Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Review of Bills: A motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims

covered by checks #8896-8914 and  eft 618f, eft618p, eft618s, eft611  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
With no further business to come before the board, Sobotta moved to adjourn Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 pm.
