Clearwater Township            Regular Board Meeting                UNAPPROVED
June 21, 2011
The regular meeting for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Chairman Dan Mol at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, June 21, 2011 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisors David Nelson, Bruce Sobotta and Dan Mol, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, Clerk Jean Just.   

Visitors as signed in:  Ron & Debbie Schabel, Jim & Sharon Lee, Marianne Borgeson, Kathy Provost
After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Nelson made a motion to approve the agenda, the Regular Mtg. minutes of May 17, 2011, as presented. Supervisor Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Kathy Provost - 15960 Hendricks Ave - Kathy approached the board regarding a Sheriffs report that was filed indicating they were taking gravel from the township road.  Kathy stated that they did not take any gravel from the road.  They did some work in their yard and some dirt/gravel delivered and did have some bobcat work done, may have left marks on the road from loading & unloading.  Supervisor Nelson apologized for an miscommunication that may have been given.  Kathy also indicated the amount of traffic on this road.  The board asked Mike (maintenance supervisor) to take a look at other dead end roads with the same amount of houses to see how these roads are holding up compared to Hendricks.
Clean Up Day Report:  We had a total of 82 residence take part - this us up from last year; 49 appliances, 82 tires, 1584lbs of electronics and over 5 ton of scrap metal.  We collected $1,244.20.  All of the bills are not in so we are not sure on total expenses and will have an update next month.
Wright County Qtrly Township Mtg:  Will be on July 6th @ Rockford Twp hall - Jean, Dave, Dan, & Kristin plan to attend.
Legal Seminar:  Dave attended and recommends that all the members should attend the September meeting. Some of the items talked about were the use of an Interim use permit vs a conditional use permit; Township roads and how to maintain them; & Fire Contracts.
OAA Meeting June 28:  All board members and Jean Just plan to attend meeting to discuss Huber Ave with the City of Clearwater.  Will gather information to bring with to meeting
Road Maintenance Report: Mike reported on the following:
· Swamp on Huber near Sonsteby's, Mike contacted Soil & Water, he has some forms to fill out for Wildlife Mitigation.  He is completing them and will find out what the next steps will be.
· Bridge on 140th - With water so high he has not been able to get to area - will keep us updated once he can get in their.
· Chloride update - Mike held back 9,481 gallons for roads that may need to be done later in the year - Mike did get the extra 1025 yards of gravel from the Annandale pit.
· Mike updated the board on the town line road by LC Block. Corinna Township is looking for some kind of agreement for maintenance on that road since it may need gravel - board would like to see if we need to do this on a rotation rather than us just paying them to get the gravel and do the works since we then have no control on cost - Mike is going to see if they have discussed at their meeting and come back with an update.  Both sides are in agreement of exchanging time/cost for the area they cover for us by Maple Hill and we cover form them on Hart.

· Mike indicated that they have done some work on the roof for the leaks we had this spring - looks like some areas needed re-caulking.  They also indicated it looked like some hail damage on the roof, Jean Just will call insurance and have this checked out.

· Received Quote for Crack Filling & Seal Coating.  Board agreed that we only need to do the crack filling at this time.

· Mike asked if there was any kind of ordnance for filling the ditch with grass clippings?  No one was aware of any; however, Jean Just will do some checking.  We have an 18" culvert across Gowan that is getting filled with grass clippings.  This is plugging up the culvert so that water can not flow through.  Board indicated that Mike should make sure to clean our right of way area.
Review of Bills:  A Motion was made by Supervisor Nelson and seconded by Sobotta to pay claims covered by check #'s 8424-8443 EFT621f, 621s and 621p in the amount of $100,242.37, including payroll.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
With no further business to come before the board, Sobotta moved to adjourn. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote, the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 pm.
