After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the agenda; reg. meeting minutes of August 20, 2013, Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Open Gravel Quotes for 2014
Dave Nelson opened quotes from Annandale Rock Products and Johnson Materials:

Johnson Materials - /CL1  Gravel loaded and scaled: $4.95/ton (Pit location is 1 mile east of Hasty)


Annandale Rock Products – C1 Gravel loaded and scaled: $3.90/ton (Pit location is W of Annandale)

Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve 10,000 cubic yards of Class 1 gravel from Annandale Rock Products at a cost of $3.90 per ton to be crushed and stockpiled by November 1, 2013. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Greg Roisen – 15871 Forsyth Ave NW, Variance request
Mr. Roisen approached the board regarding a variance request to construct an addition and garage that will be 10ft from the side yard setback.  Mr. Roisen indicated that he had received a variance for a detached garage previously and did not do anything.  He would now like to have an attached the garage and add a 30x15 addition to the house.  The existing house is 12ft from the side yard setback.  Nelson & Sobotta reviewed the plans and have no issues with the proposed plan noting that he is more than 100ft from the lake.  Nelson made a motion to recommend the approval of the variance as requested, Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Lynn Crandall – Rezoning property from Ag to Commercial
Lynn Crandall approached the board regarding the rezoning request from Agricultural to Commercial.  The property is located along Cty Road 75 just outside of Clearwater and is on the proposed plan for future annexation into the City of Clearwater.  They would be purchasing a total of 8.5 acres.  Nelson and Sobotta indicated that since it is already in the plan to be annexed into the City they saw no issues with the rezoning and indicated that she would have to appear before the Joint Planning Board to get approval.
