After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the agenda and the Regular Mtg. minutes of August 16, 2011 as presented. Supervisor Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report.  Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Orderly Annexation 
OAA meeting was held on August 23, 2011. Supervisor Sobotta reported that they reviewed the changes that were proposed by the committee on October 11, 2010 and proposed changes by the City of Clearwater. The township board is waiting for the City to send the minutes from the August 23, 2011 meeting. The board will review the proposed changes at the October regular twp meeting. 
Huber Ave
The board reviewed the drawings of the proposed spec’s for north Huber Ave. The board would like to have more information on the subgrade of Huber Ave and who signed off on the project when it was completed.

Developer David Klein did not meet with the Clearwater Twp. board, Clerk Just reviewed the minutes from March- May of 2002 and did not find any information about meeting with Mr. Klein.  The Clearwater Twp board did not sign off on the project and would like to have a core sample done to see exactly what is in the base of the road. Update of Insurance Claim
Supervisor Nelson reported that the township received the report on the claim from Moe & Nevin Insurance Adjusters. Nelson stated the township can 1) Replace the total roof - $27,687.59 2) Replace the damaged portion of roof- $9,774.09 less $1,000 deductible.  Sobotta stated that the deprecation amount $17,913.50 was way too high and would like to have more information from the insurance company.  Nelson will contact the Insurance adjustor and report back at the October meeting.

·     John Dunderi approached Mike about removing several driveways by his property and putting in a culvert.  The board stated that the township does not do private driveways, if Mr. Dunderi has any further questions the board will invite him to come to a regular township meeting.

·      Mike and Josh will start doing brush cutting next week.
