September 8, 2014

The regular meeting & Public hearing for the Town of Clearwater was called to order by Vice Chairman Dave Nelson at 7:30 p.m. on Monday September 8, 2014 at the Clearwater Town Hall.

Board Members present: Supervisor Bruce Sobotta, Supervisor Dave Nelson, Treasurer Kristin Helwig, and Clerk Jean Just.

After reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, Supervisor Sobotta made a motion to approve the agenda and the reg. meeting minutes of August 11, 2014 as presented. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Treasurer Kristin Helwig read the Treasurer’s report. Supervisor Sobotta moved to accept the report as presented. Nelson seconded the motion.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Loren Mathison – 8198 179th Street NW, Building Addition
Loren Mathison is Petitioning for an expansion of Conditional Use Permit to allow construction of a 2,420 sq ft addition to allow for more office and storage space for the existing auto dealership. Mathison indicated that he is adding on to the west side of the building.  The additions would be a two story.  He has met with the building inspector and will have to add another bath room.  Nelson asked about taking away parking space and if there was going to be enough room for customer & inventory parking. Mathison indicated that right now they have enough room for 130-140 vehicles and they are currently 100 vehicles in inventory.  There is parking below that would be utilized by the employees. Sobotta asked if the septic was adequate if they are adding a bathroom.  Mathison stated that Miller Sewage will be verifying that the septic is in compliant. The board felt the only issue would be to make sure that he has adequate parking.
Sobotta made a motion to recommend the expansion of the Conditional Use Pert to allow construction of a 2,420 sq ft addition.  Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passes unanimously.

Sobotta and Nelson reviewed the plans and felt that all supervisors should be present.  Nelson made a motion to table further discussion until the October Board Meeting. Sobotta seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Sobotta made a motion to provide a swing away mailbox post to new construction homes to be installed along with the new 911 sign at no cost to the property owner. Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

*Nelson received a call regarding a street sing on Guildner Ave, Mike will go down and check to see if a new sign is needed.
